PROPERTY USAGE STANDARDS PERFORMANCE RATE

INSTRUCTIONS AND DEFINITIONS

Data is gathered by property book and maintenance officers at MSCs, Districts, FOAs and Laboratories.

The governing regulations (AR 71-32, ER 700-1-1, ER 750-1-1) require a grade of "U" (used less than minimum criteria), an "M" (used more than or equal to minimum, but less than objective criteria), or an "O" (objective criteria achieved or exceeded) be given to each piece of usage reportable equipment. These grades are given using criteria in Table 1-5, EP 750-1-1. 

For floating plant and miscellaneous equipment (as defined in Table 1-5, EP 750-1-1), use a minimum usage standard of 45 days per quarter.  (Please note, this criteria had previously been per year.) 

To arrive at the Equipment Usage Rate Calculation:

Total all "M"s and "O"s. Divide this sum by the total pieces of usage reportable equipment in the activity.  Multiply the result by 100. This provides the percentage of equipment with "M"/"O" ratings. 

The rating criteria is:

Green =/>85%

Red <85%

     The following are the possible usage days in a quarter:

     1 Oct - 31 Dec - 92 possible days

     1 Jan - 31 Mar - 91 possible days

     1 Apr - 30 Jun - 91 possible days

     1 Jul  - 30 Sep  - 92 possible days

Report the total pieces of usage reportable equipment, the total of "M"s, the total of "O"s, and the calculated percentage of equipment with "M"/"O" ratings.
