Mr. Beranek is responsible for policy, program and technical functions in the execution of over $9 billion of design, construction and environmental programs for the U.S. Army, U.S. Air Force, Department of Defense, other Federal agencies and over sixty foreign nations.  He provides direction to a field organization consisting of 8 divisions, 41 districts, 2 centers and approximately 15,000 personnel.   Prior to assuming his present position, Dwight was the Chief, Engineering and Construction Division at HQUSACE in August 1998.  He was the principal spokes-person for the Corps of Engineers on technical policy and on the Corps relationship with the U.S. design and construction industry.  Dwight entered the Senior Executive Service in November 1995 and was assigned the Director of Engineering and Technical Services at the Great Lakes and Ohio River Division.

Dwight is a 34-year veteran of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.  Dwight joined the Corps in Chicago District's Construction Division, served for six years in Omaha District's Construction Division, followed by five years in Europe Division Management.  His overseas tour was followed by six years in the Missouri River Division's Engineering Directorate at Omaha, Nebraska.  In 1987 Dwight moved to Corps headquarters in Washington, D.C., working as a technical proponent for design criteria and later as Chief, Policy and Analysis, Engineering Division.  In 1993 he was appointed the first Deputy Director for the Office of the Chief of Engineers (Pentagon), helping establish this new office following a major Army Staff reorganization.  In the fall of 1993 he served as Chief, Engineering and Construction Division in the Philadelphia District, and later returned to Corps headquarters as an Assistant Director of Military Programs.  He was the founding chairman of The Infrastructure Security Partnership (TISP), the industry’s response to the events on September 11, 2001.

Mr. Beranek serves on a number of industry panels and task forces.  He is active in the Society of American Military Engineers (SAME) and served as Past-President of the local chapter of the Army Engineer Association.  He regularly engages as a speaker on a variety of topics including partnering with the private sector.  Mr. Beranek received a B.S. degree in Mechanical Engineering from Northwestern University in 1968.  He is a Registered Professional Engineer (Nebraska) and a longtime member of the SAME.  He holds master degrees in Business Administration (Boston University, 1981) and Public Administration (American University, 1993).  Notable awards include the Commander's Award for Civilian Service, Meritorious Civilian Service Award, President Rank Meritorious Executive SES award, and Public Service Award from the American Council of Independent Laboratories, and the SAME President’s Medal.

Dwight lives in Fairfax, Virginia with his wife Beryl. He has three sons: Nicholas, Adam and Christian.
