DESCRIPTION/SPECS/WORK STATEMENT

SECTION C ‑ DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATION

‑ SPECIFICATIONS Specifications and/or drawings, in this Solicitation dtd 29 Aug 2000, cover the detailed requirements for the equipment and services listed in the Schedule and are attached hereto and made a part hereof.

‑ CHANGES IN SPECIFICATIONS AND/OR DRAWINGS. The right is reserved as interest of the Government may require, to revise or amend the specifications and/or drawings prior to the date set for receipt of proposals. Such revisions and amendments, if any, will be announced by amendment or amendments to this Solicitation. Copies of such amendments as may be issued will be furnished to all prospective offerors. If the revisions and amendments are of a nature which require material charges in quantities or prices offered or both, the date set for receipt of proposals may be postponed by such number of days as in the opinion of the District Engineer will enable the offerors to revise their proposals. In such cases, the amendment will include an announcement of the new date for receiving proposals.

The contractor shall provide all services, materials, supplies, labor, equipment, utilities and supervision, except as specified as Government furnished in accordance with (IAW) the Performance Work Statement for Buildings/Structures Maintenance, Summer/Winter Grounds Maintenance and Administration of Motor Pool Vehicles, which are owned and/or operated by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Alaska District, in strict accordance with all Terms, Conditions, General and Special Provisions, Specifications, Drawings, Conditions, Attachments, Exhibits, etc., contained herein or incorporated by reference. Incorporation by reference shall include any and all mandatory provisions required by the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and Army FAR (AFAR) supplements whether referenced or not referenced, current at time of solicitation.

The contractor's work and responsibility shall include all contractor planning, programming, administration and management necessary to assure that all operation maintenance and repair services are conducted IAW the contract and all applicable regulations, codes or directives. The contractor shall ensure that all work meets or exceeds critical reliability rates or tolerances specified or included in referenced documents. 

The contractor shall perform the work such as supply, procurement, quality control, operation of work reception Help Desk, shop operation, contractor financial control, and maintenance of accurate and complete records files, libraries of documents such as Federal, State and Local recommendations, etc., which are necessary and related to the functions being performed.

SECTION C‑1

General.

1.1 Scope of Work. The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, materials, supervision and other items and services except as specified in Section C‑3 required to accomplish the specific tasks stated in Sections C‑5, C‑6 and C-7. The contractor shall perform to the standards in the contract. Technical Exhibit 1, Workload Data and other technical exhibits as appropriate may be used as a guide in estimating manpower, workload and scheduling requirements. As such, they are estimates only and variations shall not constitute grounds for a claim against the Government.

1.2 Tasks and Standards. All work, service or performance required to complete all tasks and meet all standards are contractor responsibility. The work, service or performance of tasks shall include the following:

‑ general tasks as described in C‑1 as applicable to each functional area.

‑ providing all supervision, labor, supplies, materials, parts, plant, tools, equipment, etc., required to perform all work to include the functional area tasks listed in Sections C‑5.

‑ all services shall meet applicable standards contained herein and in applicable Government regulations and directives, as specified, to include equipment specifications and manufacturer's instructions and recommendations related to the equipment receiving the services and inclusive of equipment, vehicles, supplies, and materials utilized to provide the required services.

‑ Performance Requirements Summary tables are included as Technical Exhibit 2.

1.3 Government‑Owned, Contractor‑Operated (GOCO). All potential contractors are authorized to submit bids to provide the services identified in the contract utilizing the facilities and equipment as listed in Section C‑3, Government‑Furnished Property.

1.4 Personnel.

1 4.1 Contractor Representatives. The Contractor shall act as or designate in writing to the Contracting Officer a primary and an alternate representative one of whom will be in charge of the work and be available at all times during duty hours and on‑call during non‑duty hours. This information along with telephone number(s) will be provided to the Contracting officer 7 days prior to the start of contractor operations and also when any change of contractor's representatives occurs. The representatives will direct the contractor's working force and operations IAW the requirements of the contract. The contractor's officially designated representatives will be empowered with sufficient authority to act on behalf of the contractor and make decisions which arise in the day‑to‑day operations. The contractor's representatives shall be available during normal duty hours within 60 minutes to meet in the District offices with District personnel designated by the Contracting Officer to discuss problem areas.

1.4.1.1 The contractors representatives shall be able to read, write, speak and understand the English language.

1.4.2 Employees.

1.4.2.1 The contractor shall provide all necessary personnel to accomplish all contract work or service within the required time frames. Contractor personnel shall present a neat appearance and be easily recognized while in District facilities and grounds. This may be accomplished by wearing distinctive clothing bearing the name of the company or by wearing appropriate badges which contain the company name and employee name.

1.4.2.2 The contractor is cautioned that off duty active military personnel hired under the contract may be subject to permanent change of station, change in duty hours or deployment and military Reservists and National Guard members may be subject to recall to active duty. Use of active military personnel, Reservists or National Guard members in the contract may be subject to approval by their Commanding Officer. Their absence at any time shall not constitute an excuse for nonperformance under the contract.
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1.4.3 Conduct.   The Contractor shall conform and require Contractor personnel to conform to similar standards of conduct as Government personnel. Personnel conditions (such as being under the influence of intoxicating beverages, drugs, etc.,) that may interfere with the performance of the contract services will not be permitted. Misconduct of the kind set forth in this paragraph shall cause the Contractor to take disciplinary action against Contractor employee(s) which could result in removal of Contractor employee(s) from Government property and work under the contract. when it is necessary to remove personnel, the Contractor shall immediately furnish a qualified replacement(s) to carry out the services to be performed.

1.4.4 General Requirements. The Contractor and all Contractor employees shall abide by pertinent Corps of Engineers and Elmendorf Air Force Base regulations.

1.4.5 Training. The Contractor shall provide initial training necessary to perform the work as defined in the contract. The Contractor shall provide any additional training in order to maintain proficiency.

1.5 Quality Control. The Contractor shall establish and maintain a complete quality Plan to assure the requirements of the contract are provided as specified (Section C‑1.12.4). One copy of the Contractor's Quality Control Plan shall be provided to the Contracting Officer 7 days prior to a contract start date and as changes occur. The plan shall include:

‑ An inspection system covering all the services listed on the Performance Requirements Summary and the Inspection of Services Clause, Section I, of the Contract. It must specify the areas to be inspected on either a scheduled or unscheduled basis, how often inspections will be accomplished, and the name and title of the individual(s) who will perform the inspection. The Contractor shall maintain on site records of all inspections conducted by the Contractor and necessary corrective action taken. This documentation shall be made available to the Contracting Officer at Contracting Officers discretion.

‑ The methods for identifying and preventing defects in the quality of service performed.

1.6 Quality.   The Government will evaluate the contractor's performance using the contract using the quality assurance procedures specified in Technical Exhibit 2, Performance Requirements Summary, and the Inspection Services Clause, Section I, surveillance observations will be recorded by the Government. When an observation indicates defective performance, the Government Quality Assurance Evaluator (QAE) will require the contractors representative to initial the observation. This initialing does not constitute admission of guilt.

1.6.1 Performance Evaluation Meetings. The contractor shall meet with the COR weekly during the first month of the contract and as often as necessary thereafter as determined by the COR. Place of the meeting will be designated by the COR. However, a meeting will be held whenever a Contract Discrepancy Report (CDR) is issued. A mutual effort will be made to resolve all problems identified. The written minutes of these meetings will be signed by the contractor, the Contracting Officer or their representatives as appropriate to the occasion and the QAE. Should the contractor not concur with the minutes, he shall state, in writing, to the Contracting Officer, any area wherein he does not concur within 2 workdays of receipt of signed minutes.

1.7 Physical Security.

1.7.1 The contractor shall safeguard all Government property and equipment in the work area. At the close of each workday, facilities and equipment shall be secured with locks on gates and buildings or structures having all doors and windows locked and secured.
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1.7.2 Key Control. The contractor shall establish and implement methods of ensuring that all keys issued to the contractor by the Government are not lost, or misplaced, and are not used by unauthorized persons. The contractor shall develop procedures covering key control that will be included in the Quality Control Plan (Section C‑1.5 and Section C‑1.12.4). No keys issued by the Government shall be duplicated. Any occurrence of lost key(s) shall be reported to the COR as expeditiously as possible. In no event shall the report be later than the beginning of the next workday.

1.7.3 Keys lost by the contractor or his personnel shall result in the installation of new locks by the contractor at his expense. The Government shall be provided with one set of keys to the new locks as specified by the COR. The contractor shall not allow any persons other than authorized contractor personnel to use Government issued keys or new key, resulting from installation of new locks.

1.8 Hours of Operation. Routine work shall be accomplished during the duty hours of 7:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, excluding legal Federal holidays. The contractor shall coordinate the performance of disruptive maintenance and repair in order to avoid unnecessary disruption of Government employees (Section C‑5.2.4). Emergency maintenance and repair work shall be accomplished whenever required, notwithstanding the normally scheduled working hours, weekends or holidays. Further information concerning routine, urgent and emergency calls is provided in Sections C‑5. On occasion, services may be required to support an activation or exercise of contingency plans outside the normal duty hours described above. The contractors responsibilities for emergency support are described in Section C‑1.9.

1.8.1 Legal Federal Holidays. Except as otherwise specified, routine work shall not be scheduled on holidays or holidays observed in lieu thereof. Reports to be submitted and work to be preformed on legal Federal holidays shall be submitted and performed the following workday unless otherwise specified herein.

1.9 Contingency Plan. The Corps of Engineers must plan in advance how it will meet mission requirements in the event of a national emergency or natural disaster. The Corps of Engineers must be able to react without undue delay. Sudden or unusual events could result in a great impact on the contractor's performance and contract requirements. In the event unusual circumstances as listed below occur, the contractor shall continue, and expand if necessary, his performance.

‑ a sudden buildup of military forces increases contract requirements.

- a natural disaster occurs which impacts upon the contractor's ability to perform.

- a strike occurs which impacts upon the contractor’s ability to perform.

In the event that a national emergency or natural disaster results in an increase in cost of performance, such increases within scope of the contract will be subject to the Contract Clauses entitled ''Changes," Section I. In all cases the contractor shall assume that the Corps of Engineers will not provide supplemental forces to the contractor. The contractor shall perform any required additional services resulting from the national emergency or natural disaster as directed by the COR.

1.10 Conservation of Utilities. The contractor shall instruct contractor employees in utilities conservation practices. The contractor shall operate under conditions which preclude the waste of utilities, which shall include:

1.10.1 Lights shall be used only in areas where and at the time when work is actually being performed.

1.10.2 Only authorized contractor employees approved by the Contracting Officer shall operate mechanical equipment controls for heating, ventilation and air conditioning systems.
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1.10.3 Water faucets or valves shall be turned off after the required usage has been accomplished.

1.11 Location. For purposes of the contract within the Anchorage area, the Alaska District of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is located on Elmendorf AFB in Anchorage, Alaska (Technical Exhibit 3. The District facilities in the Anchorage area consists of six administrative buildings 2204, 2212. 2218, 5223, and 8354; two storage yards; three storage structures (2222, 2228, and 2236); a motor pool parking lot on Elmendorf AFB; and Building 736 on Ft. Richardson Army Post. 

1.12 Administration.

1.12.1 Work Reception. The contractor shall establish, manage, and operate a work reception functional area to receive and process all work requests covered under the contract. Authorized requesters are District employees who will use service order, NPA Form 129 Revised. Procedures shown in Section C‑5.2.2. All work requests must contain COR approval.

1.12.2 Correspondence The contractor shall reply to Government correspondence or originate correspondence in satisfaction of a contract requirement (e.g., letters and reports shall be prepared IAW procedures as outlined in Technical Exhibits 4 and 5). All correspondence shall be answered in a timely manner (normally 5 days) and when suspended, shall be answered to meet the suspense dates established by the COR.

1.12.3 Documentation and Records. All documentation, records, schedules, etc., as described in the contract, that are responsibility of the contractor, are the property of the Government and shall remain so even upon termination of the contract. The contractor shall be responsible for keeping these items current at all times. Documentation and records will be turned over to the Government on completion of the contract.

1.12.4 Plans. The following plans shall be provided NLT 7 days prior to contract start date as specified in Technical Exhibits 4: Section C‑6.2.3

- Quality Control Section C‑1.5

- Safety Section C‑1.13

- Preventive Maintenance Section C‑5.3

- Performance Schedule


1.12.5 Laws, Ordinances, and Regulations. The contractor shall comply with all current laws, ordinances, and regulations (Federal, State, Municipality or Installation) covering work under the contract. Thc contractor shall obtain any and all necessary permits and/or clearances.

1.12.6 Forms. The Government will furnish the contractor a supply of all required forms cited in the contract within 2 weeks of request. The Government will re-supply required quantities of forms as requested. The contractor shall determine if quantities are sufficient but not excessive and request in writing any changes in distribution or requests for printing to the Contracting Officer. Forms to be used in performance of the contract are listed in Section C‑8. Additional forms may be required IAW mandatory publication requirements.

1.12.7 Reference Library. The Government will furnish the contractor with a copy of all mandatory Government regulations and Government publications cited in the contract. Updated publications or changes to existing publications will be furnished by the Government. The contractor shall maintain a reference library. The contractor shall procure all other manuals and publications necessary to perform under the terms of the contract.
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1.13 Safety.

1.13.1 In performing the contract, the contractor shall provide for protecting the lives and health of employees and other persons, preventing damage to property, materials, supplies, and equipment; and avoiding work interruptions. For these purposes, the contractor shall:

1.13.1.1 Provide appropriate safety barricades, signs, and signal lights;

1.13.1.2 Comply with the standards issued by the Secretary of Labor at 29 CFR Part 1926 and 29 CFR Part 1910; and

1.13.1.3 Ensure that any additional measures the COR determines to be reasonably necessary for this purpose are taken.

1.13.2 The contractor shall comply with all pertinent provisions of EM 385‑1‑ 1, Safety and Health Requirements Manual.

1.13.3 Particular attention is invited to Section 1 of EM 385‑1‑1.

1 13.4  The contractor shall maintain an accurate record of exposure data on all accidents incident to work performed under the contract resulting in death, traumatic injury, occupational disease, or damage to property, materials, supplies, or equipment. The contractor shall report this data in the manner prescribed by the COR.  The Contractor shall report exposure man hours worked, monthly to the COR.

1.13.5 The COR shall notify the contractor of any noncompliance with these requirements and of the corrective action required. This notice, when delivered to the contractor at the site of the work, shall be deemed sufficient notice of the noncompliance and corrective action required. After receiving the notice, the contractor shall immediately take corrective action. If the contractor fails or refuses to take corrective action promptly, the COR may issue an order stopping all or part of the work until satisfactory corrective action has been taken. The contractor shall not base any claim or request for equitable adjustment for additional time or money on any stop order issued under these circumstances.

1.13.6 The contractor shall be responsible for its subcontractors compliance with para 1.13.

1.14 Custodial Services. The contractor's space in Building 5223 and 2218, including all related access areas, shall be maintained in a clean and sanitary condition at all times.  Trash and litter will be picked up daily and placed in Government-furnished receptacles. Necessary light bulbs and fluorescent tubes and custodial supplies (i.e., brooms, mops, cleaning compounds, etc.) shall be provided by the contractor.

1.15 Reviews and Inspections. The Contractor shall provide access to facilities for inspection within one hour of notification by the COR. This includes inspections conducted by District officials. Base fire inspections will be conducted periodically with no prior notice.

1.16 Meetings and Conferences. The contractor shall attend and participate in weekly maintenance management meetings and conferences to provide input related to the session's agenda.

1.17 Vehicle Registration. The contractor and contractor employees must obtain vehicle passes/decals for both contractor‑owned vehicles and personally owned vehicles at the Boniface Gate, prior to start of

contract work. Vehicle passes/decals shall be returned to the Boniface Gate by contractor when any employee is no longer in the service of the contractor. All passes/decals shall be removed and turned in by Contractor from all contractor and contractor employee vehicles upon completion or termination of the contract.
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1.18 Quality of Articles, Materials, and Equipment.

1.18.1 Articles, materials, and equipment to be incorporated into the work under the contract shall be new and unused unless otherwise specified.

1.18.2 Unless otherwise authorized, articles, materials, and equipment which are specified to be IAW referenced standard published specifications, as cited in the Technical Provisions, shall conform to the specified editions identified by data, including specified amendments.

1.18.3 All electrical equipment used by the contractor shall meet all safety requirements of the contract and shall be Underwriter Laboratory (UL) approved. This equipment must operate using existing building circuits. The contractor shall prevent the operation or attempted operation of electrical equipment, or combinations of equipment, which require power exceeding the capacity of existing building circuits.

1.19 Removal Parts and Materials. Any item with a replacement cost over $50 that is removed from equipment or facilities shall be inspected by the COR prior to final disposition.

1.19.1 Those items determined by the COR to be repairable shall be repaired by the contractor at no extra cost and replaced in the contractor's stock for reuse by the contractor in the contract. Repaired items shall be used before newly purchased items are used.

1.19.2 Those items determined to be non‑repairable by the Contracting Office shall be disposed of by the contractor IAW provisions of the contract.

1.20 Reporting Requirements.

1.20.1 The contractor shall report any circumstances of needed repair of the facilities or unusual soiling of an area which may affect performance of contract work, unhealthful or hazardous conditions or any delays or interference of work by employees of the Government. Such reports shall be made as expeditiously as possible by the contractor to the COR. In any event, the report shall be made not later than the close of business (COB) on the same day.

1.20.2 The contractor shall report to the COR all personal articles found by the contractor or his employees. Found articles shall be turned in to the COR by the contractor on the same day found.

1.20.3 The contractor shall report other circumstances which would affect the contractor's performance of work required under the contract.

1.21 Environmental Control. The contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, are local environmental protection directives and laws. The contractor shall follow manufacturers' guidelines and professional recommendations for control of humidity, temperature, cleanliness, and materials handling. Upon occurrence of any spills (such as fuels, lubricants, solvents, and other hazardous materials that could enter the sewer system or could cause any harmful environmental effects) the contractor or his agent shall take action(s) required to contain the spill to the extent possible and shall notify the State, State law 19 Alaska Administrative Code, Chapter 75. The contractor or his agent shall, as expeditiously as possible, call the COR and the Base Civil Engineer's fire department (911) and report the incident.

1.21.1 Compliance Requirements. Building 5223 may be inspected by the Base Environmental Protection Coordinator or other Federal, State or local officials on a short notice basis. Access for inspection will be granted upon notice from the COR. The contractor will be provided one hour advance notice of such visits by the COR. Base fire inspections will be conducted periodically with no prior notice.
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1.21.1 Citations. Citations against Government facilities operated by the contractor for noncompliance with environmental standards are a matter for resolution between the installation representatives and the issuing office of Environmental Protection Agency or State of Alaska Regulatory Authorities. Payment of fines or penalty charges associated with citations issued by Federal, State or local officials will be paid by the Government.  If the citations are issued due to faulty operation or maintenance practices by the contractor, the Contracting Officer shall deduct the fine from any monies due to the contractor.

1.21.3 Hazardous Waste Disposal. The contractor shall dispose of hazardous waste at the Municipality of Anchorage Landfilll.  Examples of hazardous waste include waste motor oil, solvents, and paints.  The costs of disposal, will be reimbursed by the Government for Hazardous Wastes provided as a result of work associated with this contract.

1.22 Subcontracting. The contractor may obtain certain requirements of the contract from sources that the contractor may choose at no additional cost to the Government. The performance standards of such services obtained form other sources shall meet those standards specified in the contract. All subcontracts must be approved by the Contracting Officer.

1.23 Coordination with other Contractors. The Government may undertake or award other contracts for additional work, and the contractor shall fully cooperate with such other contractors and Government employees and carefully fit his own work to such additional work as may be directed by the Contracting Officer. The contractor shall not commit or permit any act which will interfere with the performance of work by any other contractor or Government employee.

1.24 Existing work Backlog at Contract Start Date. Work requirements and work in process existing at contract start date are the responsibility of the Contractor to complete under the contract. A written inventory of work in progress will be developed and mutually agreed to by the Contractor and the Contracting Officer.

1.25 Transition Period/Contractor Start‑up Time. There will be a two week transition period during which the successful contractor shall mobilize to the District and commence performance of the contract. During this period of time, the incumbent shall de‑mobilize, unless the incumbent contractor is the successful bidder, in order that the District may function with a minimum of disruption during the transition between contractors.

SECTION C‑2

DEFINITIONS

2. Definitions/Acronyms. As used throughout the contract, the following terms shall have the meaning set forth below:

2.1 Acceptable Quality Level (AQL). The maximum percent defective, the minimum number of defects per hundred units or the number of defects in a lot that can be considered satisfactory on the average; that is, the allowable deviation or variance frown a standard before the Government will reject the specific service. An AOL does not allow the Contractor to knowingly offer defective service, but admits that defective performance may sometimes be unintentional. As long as the percent of defective performance does not exceed the AOL, the Government will not reject the service.

2.2 Acronym . A work formed from the initial letters or groups of letters of words in a set phrase.

2.3 Administrative Use Vehicles.  Motor vehicles, normally of commercial design, assigned to provide transportation support of an activity.
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2.4 Advisory Documents. A document which may be used as a guide or for information.

2.5 Anchorage Area. The area within the Municipality of Anchorage. The furthest north community within the Municipality is Eklutna and the furthest south is Girdwood.

2.6 Bimonthly. One time each two months.

2.7 Biweekly. One time each two weeks.

2.8 Building Custodian. The Government employee(s) designates the responsibility for all District buildings.

2.9 Buildings. Includes facilities as those used for training, maintenance, production, research, administration, and storage.

2.10 CE #. The U.S. Government tag or registration number for Corps of Engineers civil funded vehicles.

2.11 Civil funded. Vehicles and equipment purchased with civil funds. There are two types of civil funded vehicles and equipment. Project vehicles and equipment are used exclusively by and purchased with funds from a particular civil works project (e.g., Chena Project). Revolving Fund (RF) vehicles and equipment are used by two or more project/activities and are purchased with Plant Replacement and Improvement Program (PRIP) funds. Civil funded vehicles can be identified by a CE #. (See Military Funded)

2.12 Clean. As used generally, means the removal of dirt, mud, sand, and gravel. As used for acceptance of work, means free from dirt, mud, sand, gravel, contamination and streaks, unsoiled, unstained, neat, tidy, and orderly.

2.13 COB ‑ Close of Business Self‑explanatory.

2.14 Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) DD Form 1423. A form used to list data, forms, and reports required to be submitted under the contract.

2.15 Contract Discrepancy Report (CDR). A report that the Contractor is required to respond to whenever performance is unsatisfactory. The CDR requires the Contractor to explain, in writing, why performance was unsatisfactory, how performance shall be returned to satisfactory levels, and how recurrence of the problem shall be prevented in the future.

2.16 Contracting Officer. A person with the authority to enter into, administer, and/or terminate contracts and make related determinations and findings. The term includes certain authorized representatives of the Contracting Officer acting within the limits of their authority as delegated by the Contracting Officer.

2.17 Contractor. The term as used herein refers to both the prime Contractor and tier subcontractors. Any tier subcontractor shall comply with the provisions of the contract.

2.18 Contractor's Representative. The individual representing the Contractor who will be in charge of work under the contract.

2.19 Defect. Each instance of noncompliance with a contract requirement. A defect may be caused by either nonperformance or poor performance.
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2. 20 District Buildings. Buildings and structures owned and/or utilized by the Alaska District on Elmendorf arid Ft. Richardson. These include Buildings 2204, 2212, 2218, 5223, 8354, 8199, Storage Buildings 2222, 2228, 2236 and Ft. Richardson Resident Office (Building 736).

2.21 Duty Hours. For the purpose of the contract, duty hours are 7:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. or other hours as specified by the Contracting Officer, Monday through Friday, excluding legal Federal holidays.

2.22 Emergency Generation System. The system used in times of power outage in Building 2204. System includes wiring in the Executive Office, Conference Room 20, and telephone system in Building 2204.

2.23 Finish Coat. Final coatings applied to previously painted/primed or shop coated surfaces to obtain complete coverage, hiding and the color required.

2.24 Furniture. Moveable items, such as chairs, tables, cabinets, and bookcases used in the District buildings and structures.

2.25 Government‑Furnished. That which is provided by the Government to the Contractor.

2.26 GOCO ‑ Government‑Owned, Contractor‑Operated An activity operated by Contractor personnel in a Government‑owned facility. Material and equipment may be furnished by the Government or by the Contractor.

2.27 Improved Grounds. Grounds (acreage) on which intensive development and maintenance are performed. This category normally applies to District areas containing lawn and landscaping.

2.28 IAN ‑ In Accordance with. Self‑explanatory.

2.29 Installed Building Equipment. Items of equipment or furnishings including materials for installing thereof, which are required to make the facility usable and are affixed as a permanent part of the structure; examples of these items include plumbing fixtures and equipment, fixed fire protection systems, lavatory counters, cabinets, and similar fixed equipment.

2.30 Long Term (LT) Assigned Vehicles. Those vehicles assigned to an organization on a full‑time basis. (See Short Term Assigned Vehicles)

2.31 Lot. A collection of service outputs from which a sample is drawn and inspected to determine conformance with the provisions of the contract.

2.32 Lot size. The number of service outputs in a lot.

2.33 Maintenance.

2.33.1 Buildings and Structures. The routine recurring work required to keep a District facility (plant, building, structure, utility system or other real property) in such condition that it may be continuously utilized, at its original or designed capacity and efficiency for its intended purpose.

2.33.2 Grounds. The work or services required for the upkeep of the District grounds (e.g., grass cutting, edging, trimming, etc.).

2.34 Mandatory Documents. Those documents which the Contractor is obligated to use in performance of the contract.
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2.35 Motor Vehicle/Vehicle. An item of equipment, mounted on wheels, which is designed for highway and/or land operations and which derives power from a self‑contained praiser unit or is designed to be towed by arid used in conjunction with such self‑propelled equipment.

2.36 MVO ‑ Motor Vehicle Operations. Self‑explanatory.

2.37 NLT ‑ Not Later Than. ,elf‑explanatory.

2.38 OSHA ‑ occupational Safety and Health Act. Self‑explanatory.

2.39 Open Storage Area. An area planned and designed for storing, servicing, and parking of organizational vehicles; for storing or supplies, new and salvage materials and equipment for the Government's use; or for salvaging, processing or repairing equipment. For example, the Navigation and Flood Control Branch storage yard, the Geotechnical Branch storage yard, and the motor pool parking lot.

2.40 Paint. A mixture of pigment, binder, and vehicle to include emulsions, coating, primers, varnishes and sealers, oils and stains, whether UBCs as primers, intermediates or finish coats.

2.41 Performance Evaluation Heating. Meeting between the Contractor and the Contracting Officer to discuss performance and/or problems.

2.42 Performance Requirements Sory (PRS). Identifies the key service outputs of the contract that will be evaluated by the Government to assure contract performance standards are met by the Contractor.

2.43 Performance Standard. An acknowledged measure of comparison used to evaluate the Contractor's performance and resulting output.

2.44 Policing Grounds. The pickup and disposal of paper, bottles, cans, cardboard, plastic, rags, and other refuse on the grounds and other areas.

2.45 Potholes. Bowl shaped holes of various sizes in the road and parking surfaces resulting from localized failure of the base or

sub‑base.

2.46 Preventive Maintenance (PM). The systematic care, servicing, and inspection of equipment, utility systems, buildings and structures, and grounds facilities for the purpose of detecting and correcting incipient failures and accomplishing minor maintenance before these failures develop into major defects.

2.47 Project Funded. Sea Civil Funded.

2.48 Property Officer. The Government individual designated and required to maintain a stock record account IAW AR 420‑17 for the District real property maintenance activities.

2.49 Quality (OA). Those actions taken by the Government to check goods or services listed on the PRS to determined that they meet the requirements of the PwS.

2.50 Quality Assurance Evaluator (QAE). That person responsible for checking Contractor performance.

2.51 Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP). An organized written document used for quality assurance surveillance. The document contains specific methods to perform surveillance of the Contractor for each item on the PRS.
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2.52 Quality Control. The Contractor's system to control the equipment, systems or services so that they meet the requirements of the contract or a method used by the Contractor, to control quality of goods and/or services provided.

2.53 Random Number Table. A table of numbers arranged in a random fashion used to make random samples.

2.54 Random Sampling. A method of selecting a sample from a lot (or population) in such a way that every possible sample has the same probability of being selected.

2.55 Rebuilt Parts. Parts that since last use have been dismantled and reconstructed as necessary; all internal and external parts cleaned and made free from rust and corrosion; all impaired, defective or substantially work parts restored to a sound condition or replaced with new or rebuilt parts; all missing parts replaced with new or rebuilt parts; and such other operations performed as are necessary to put the product in sound working condition.

2.56 Reference Library. A current set of all a Explicable documents (i.e., regulations, manuals, guide specifications, and other publications) which are required in the performance of the contract.

2.57 Repair. To restore an item to serviceable condition through correction of a specific failure or un-serviceable condition.

2.58 Revolving Fund. See Civil Funded.

2.59 Sample. A collection of individual samples from a lot (or population). Ordinarily, interferences are to be made from the sample to the lot, and one must be in some way representative of the other.

2.60 Sample Size. The number of items to be sampled. The sample size is a function of the lot size.

2.61 Sampling Guide. Instructions used by the QAE to determine whether Contractor performance is acceptable or unacceptable. There are two types of sampling guides: random and checklist.

2.62 Scalping. The act of cutting the grass to a level where the soil is exposed.

2.63 Scheduled Maintenance and Inspection. Maintenance performed at established intervals with an inspection of systems in sufficient detail to determine the current and projected safety, reliability, and serviceability of the vehicle. Normally, this is the maintenance cycle recommended by the manufacturer to minimize wear and maximize serviceable life.

2.64 Service Line. Feeder line to the main Base line.

2.65 Service Order (SO) (NPA Form 129 Revised). Written request for building/grounds maintenance work or services. Work requests can be categorized as emergency, urgent, or routine. Emergency service orders consist of correcting failures or deficiencies which constitute an immediate danger, health hazard to occupants or threaten to damage property. Urgent service orders are requested for work that is not an emergency but which is required to correct a condition which could become an emergency. Routine service orders are requests for work which does not qualify as an emergency or urgent work.

2.06 Short Term (ST) Assigned Vehicles. Those vehicles not assigned full‑ time which are available on call and assigned temporarily from a few hours to several days. (See Long Term Assigned Vehicles)

2.67 Soil Test. A method used to determine physical and chemical properties of soil and conditions which affect plant growth.
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2.68 SOP ‑ Standard Operating Procedure. Self‑explanatory.

2.69 Structures. Includes such facilities as fences, flag poles, certain Government‑owned trailers and other miscellaneous buildings. For the purposes of the contract, open storage areas shall be considered structures.

2.70 Summer Months Approximately 1 May through 30 September.

2.71 Technical Exhibit. A description of an item or service adequate for use in procurement. The description will consist of all applicable technical data such as plans, drawings, and associated lists, specifications, standards, models, performance requirements, quality assurance provisions and packaging data.

2. in TDY ‑ Temporary Duty. Self‑explanatory.

2.73 Unimproved Grounds. Grounds which require less frequent maintenance than improved grounds. For the purpose of the contract, unimproved grounds is area around the storage yards and the motor pool parking lot and all other grounds not classified as improved, requiring limited maintenance, such as trimming and policing.

2.74 Unscheduled Maintenance. See Repair.

2.75 Winter Months. Approximately 1 October through 30 April.

SECTION C‑3

GOVERNMENT‑FURNISHED PROPERTY

3. Government‑Furnished Property. The Government shall provide to the Contractor, without cost, the facilities, equipment, materials, and/or services listed below.

3.1 Property.

3.1.1 Facilities. The Government shall furnish or make available facilities described in Technical 

Exhibit 5. The shall maintain such building space to the same standards as similar areas occupied by the Government IAW NAPOH 210‑1‑1, Responsibilities of Occupants of District Office Buildings. Prior to any modifications of the facilities performed by the Contractor, the Contractor must notify the Contracting Officer and provide documentation describing in detail the modification to be performed. No alterations to the facilities shall be made without specific written permission free the Contracting Officer; however, in the case of alterations necessary for OSHA compliance, such permission shall not be reasonably withheld. The Contractor shall return the facilities to the Government in the same condition as received, fair wear and tear and approved modifications excepted at time of contract termination except as otherwise approved in writing by the Contracting Officer. These facilities shall be used in the performance of the contract only.

3.1.2 Equipment.

3.1.2.1 By contract start date, the Contractor shall conduct a joint inventory of all Government‑furnished furniture and office equipment with a Government representative and sign a receipt for al Government‑furnished furniture and office equipment listed in Technical Exhibit 6.
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3.1.2.2 Upon completion of the contract and as required by FAR 52.245‑4, Section 1, Ref. No. 40.2, a joint inventory of equipment shall be conducted by the Contractor and a Government representative.

The contractor shall reimburse the Government for lost equipment at the current value of the item as determined by the Contracting officer. The Contractor shall reimburse the Government for damages in

the amount determined by the Contracting Officer to cover the cost of repairs.

3.1.2.3 Throughout the contract period, the Contractor shall keep current the equipment inventory listing. A joint inventory shall be conducted at least annually.

3.1.3 References and Technical Documentation. The Government will furnish the mandatory documents listed in Section C‑8 except American National Standards Institute (ANSI). The following items shall also be provided: Individual vehicle/equipment record jackets and files.

3.1.4 MOGAS and Diesel. The Government shall furnish MOGAS and diesel fuel for Government‑owned vehicles and equipment.

3.1.5 Fire Extinguisher. The Government shall furnish initial and replacements as required.

3.1.6 Facilities and equipment furnished by the Government will be for exclusive use in the performance of work under the contract and will not be used for the personal or corporate benefit of the Contractor or his employees. The Contractor and/or his employees shall be subject to prosecution for such misappropriation of Government property as is covered by applicable laws and regulations.

3.1.7 The Contractor retains the right to determine to what extent Government‑furnished property is used, and in what capacity, except as noted elsewhere in the contract. Government‑furnished property not utilized by the Contractor will not be removed from the work site solely for the convenience of the Contractor.

3.1.8 Vehicles. The Contractor may rent a GSA 5‑ton or 1-ton stakebed truck with tailgate lift on a daily rate from the Government if available. 

3.2 Service.

3.2.1 Internal Mail Distribution. The Government shall provide a box in the Building 2218 for receipt of internal District mail only.

3.2.2 Custodial Service. The Government shall not provide custodial support for the Contractor's area in Buildings 5223 and 2218.

3.2.3 Refuse Collection. The Government shall collect refuse from the dumpsters the District area. The dumpsters shall be used for trash only.  Scrap metal or used oil must be disposed of at the Defense Property Disposal Office, Elmendorf AFB.

3.2.4 Insect and Rodent Control. The Government shall provide insect and rodent control in the District Buildings.

3.2.5 Security Police and Fire Protection Phone Numbers. Dial 911 for fire and Security Police.

3.2.6 Parking. The Contractor and Contractor employees may park at any available appropriately marked parking spaces.

3.2.7 Utilities. The Government shall provide all utilities except telephones.
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3.2.8 Return of Government‑Furnished Property at End of Contract. Return of Government‑furnished property and equipment shall be accomplished at close of contract.

SECTION C‑4

CONTRACTOR‑FURNISHED PROPERTY

4. Contractor‑Furnished Property.

4.1 Property. Except for those items or services specifically stated to be government‑furnished in Section C‑3, the Contractor shall furnish all plant, facilities, vehicles, equipment, supplies, or materials necessary to accomplish all required services. All Contractor‑furnished equipment, vehicles, supplies, parts or materials shall meet applicable Federal; Department of Defense, Army, Air Force, State and local laws, codes or regulations.

4.1.1 The Government shall reimburse the Contractor for materials, parts, and supplies used in buildings and grounds maintenance. Reimbursement shall be made only on completed job orders. The Contractor shall not combine job orders or work requests. The Contractor shall provide a complete list, with copies of original purchase documents showing the unit cost and total cost of all materials, parts and supplies used on each job order.

4.1.2 The Contractor shall receive approval of the Contracting Officer prior to purchase of materials or replacement of parts for any job order exceeding $500 in the building or grounds maintenance section.

4.1.3 For reimbursable items, the Contractor shall procure the items on a competitive basis or provide justification if there is lack of competition. Discounts and rebates on item provided to the Contractor shall be credited to the Government. All purchase documents shall be made available for Contracting Officer review and audit and submitted with monthly invoice.

4.1.4 The Contractor shall bill for reimbursable parts each month. The billing shall be supported by an itemized list by job order number of all reimbursable materials used showing the item, number, unit cost, and total cost. The Contractor shall maintain original delivery tickets, sales slips or other documents identifying items purchased under the cost reimbursement part of the contract. Copies of all purchase documents shall be submitted with monthly invoice.

4.2 Supplies, Parts, and Materials. The Contractor‑furnished items found not meeting acceptable standards shall be replaced by Contractor at the Contractor's expense.
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4.3 Manufacturer's Manuals. The Contractor shall obtain and maintain manufacturers' operating instructions and maintenance manuals on all new equipment installed by the Contractor. These manuals and operating instructions shall become the property of the Government at the termination of the contract.

4.4 Maintenance. Maintenance, or lack of maintenance, of Contractors furnished equipment or lack of repair parts, supplies, or materials shall not be cause to reduce any work or service. The Contractor shall provide all equipment and material necessary to provide all work or service in the specified time frames notwithstanding any maintenance requirement on Contractor‑furnished equipment, parts or supplies.

4.5 Vehicles and Equipment. The Contractor shall furnish Contractor‑owned vehicles and equipment, such as sweepers or whatever equipment is required to accomplish all contracted services under this contract.

4.6 Custodial Service. The Contractor shall provide custodial service in their portion of Buildings 5223 and 2218.

SECTION C‑5

BUILDING AND STRUCTURES MAINTENANCE

5. Buildings and Structures Maintenance.

5.1 Scope of Work.

5.1.1 The contractor shall maintain, repair, and perform minor alternations in all District buildings and structures as shown in Technical Exhibit 7. Maintenance, repair, and minor alterations of buildings and structures shall include all features such as foundations, walls, doors, ceilings, windows, roofing, floors and floor coverings, stairs, fixtures, hardware, interior and exterior painting and glazing, interior and exterior plumbing, interior and exterior electric, interior heating equipment and other equipment affixed as part of the building and not included in other activities (e.g., flagpole). The contractor shall provide a comprehensive preventive maintenance program to include building heating systems and controls, air conditioners, fire alarm and fire protection systems. Additionally, the contractor shall provide lock smith services; sheetmetal services; carpentry services; office/equipment moves; supply delivery and furniture repairs and assembly, as specified in the contract.

5.1.2 The scope of the contract includes seven facilities and three storage buildings, totaling approximately 146,000 square feet. 

5.2 General.

5.2.1 The contractor shall perform all new work as required by service order IAW applicable American National Standards Institute (ANSI). Work not meeting standards shall be corrected by the contractor at no additional expense to the Government and within time frames as specified in the contract. If repair actions require portions of walls, floors, cabinets, appliances, foundations, and other items be removed in order to gain access to system component to be repaired, the contractor shall make temporary removals in a neat, orderly manner, and shall restore the repaired area to a condition comparable to the original construction. The contractor shall dispose of all waste or excess material and clean up after maintenance activity or clean up on a daily basis if job extends more than one day.
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5.2.2 Work Reception and Management.  The contractor will operate a maintenance service desk to receive unscheduled work requested between the hours of 7:00 A.M. to 4:00 P.M..  The contractor will receive work requests by e-mail or telephone and contact the COR for approvals and to set priorities.  The contractor shall initial the time denotation when he receives each service order. The contractor shall perform service required within the time frame and priority established by the COR. Problems associated with contractor compliance with established priorities/due dates for routine service orders will be resolved by the COR. The contractor shall establish and maintain a notification system, so that priority 1 (emergency) work requests can be conveyed to the contractor by the COR on a 24​hour basis, 7 days a week.

5.2.2.1 Service Order Priorities. The COR shall assign one of the following priorities to each service order.

Priority 1. Any work requiring expeditious response shall take priority over all other service orders and

requires immediate action. Usually, the work is necessary because the situation presents immediate threat to health, safety, security or to prevent serious damage to property (e.g., loss of heat or steam; power failure or faulty electrical system; a burst pipe; or leaky sprinkler). The contractor shall appear on‑site within 15 minutes of notification during duty hours and within 60 minutes after duty hours. Temporary measures to correct problem shall be initiated immediately and temporary correction shall be completed within 12 hours. Parts for permanent repair shall be ordered immediately upon determination of requirements. Permanent correction or repair of the hazard shall be completed within 24 hours of availability of parts.

Priority 2. work that is not a priority one but which is required to correct a condition or needs quick correction. The Contractor shall respond within six hours following notification, and initiate temporary repair immediately. Temporary correction shall be completed within 16 hours. Parts for permanent repair shall be ordered immediately upon determination of requirements. Permanent correction or repair shall be done within 48 hours of availability of parts.

Priority 3. Work that is of a routine nature but takes priority over all other routine work. This could involve moving furniture, replacing light bulbs, hanging bulletin boards or other work that the COR designates because of unusual circumstances. example of priority 3 work would be moving furniture from office space because of the immediate delivery of new system furniture. Work shall be initiated within 1 hour of notification and completed within 8 hours.

Priority 4. work that does not qualify as a priority one or two or three. The contractor shall respond 3 workdays for minor services/projects and 10 workdays for major services/projects from the time service order is received. Examples of minor services/projects are moving light fixtures, repairing door hinges, replacing broken window latches or locks, replacing heater thermostat, replacing electrical ballasts, constructing a box, and installing service buzzer. Examples of major services/projects are painting rooms, upgrading heating system, installing hot water heater, dropping a ceiling, soundproofing and building or remodeling rooms.

5.2.2.3 The contractor shall complete (fill in) the Service Order (NPA Form 129 Revised) upon completion of the task/project. The contractor shall accurately describe the action(s) taken, parts and materials used, time expended, date/time the work was started and completed; the name of person(s) performing job. Upon completion of the work, the contractor shall obtain the signature of either the requester or person in the activity receiving the work. Completed original copy of service order forms shall be returned to the COR within 24 hours following completion of project.
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5.2.2.4 Each Friday the contractor shall provide the COR a projected schedule of work to be accomplished during the following week. The schedule shall indicate who, what, when, and where required work is to be accomplished. All revisions anti changes are subject to COR review and approval prior to implementing such revision or change. COR approval/disapproval may be oral or in writing and may set priorities for upcoming week, depending on the workload.

5.2.3 Utilization of the Municipality of Anchorage Sanitary Landfill and dumpsters located on Elmendorf Air Force Base provided such use is limited to usage within the scope of the contract. Use of sanitary landfills shall be IAW AFH 91‑11, Real Property Operations and Maintenance, Solid Waste Management (para. 3‑10, Section D). The contractor shall cover all loads being transported to the sanitary landfill.  Costs for landfill use will be reimbursed by the government.

5.2.4 The contractor shall be required to perform certain work requests during non‑duty hours as determined by the COR. Work which will severely disrupt the District employees in their work area will normally be scheduled for performance during Off‑duty hours. Examples of work requests requiring performance during non‑duty hours include painting rooms, installing a wall and other projects requiring an extended period of time in the work area which would be a disruption to the employee(s) in that area. The time frame for performance of these major projects will be coordinated with the specific activity by the COR.

5.3 Preventive Maintenance (PM). The contractor shall develop a plan to implement a comprehensive preventive maintenance (PM) program for all buildings and structures shown on Technical Exhibit 7 to ensure that buildings and structures are maintained by scheduled work. The contractor shall develop, document, maintain, and follow a standard operating plan for preventive maintenance. This plan shall be developed along the guidelines found in TM 5‑610, Preventive Maintenance Facilities Engineering Buildings and Structures (Chapters 3 and 8) and shall be submitted to the COR for review and approval NLT seven days prior to start of contract performance. The contractor shall take action necessary to correct, fix or repair normal maintenance items discovered during preventative maintenance program. Normal maintenance shall include, but not be limited to: touch up painting, wall patching, ceiling tile replacement, window repair, door repair, carpet repair, fire suppression system repair, leaking plumbing repair, minor electrical repair, and heating system repair.

5.3.1 The contractor shall provide to the COR, a schedule/checklists(s) identifying deficiencies and indicating those items which were corrected each Friday. Deficiencies which were not corrected on‑site during the PM inspection will be corrected within three workdays for minor services/projects and 10 workdays for major services/projects from date deficiency is identified. Preventive Maintenance items are also addressed in the major trades areas in the contract.

5.4 Carpentry. The contractor shall provide all carpentry work to maintain District buildings, structures, and facilities as identified in Technical Exhibit 7 to include all floor, wall, ceilings, building finishes, door hardware, and foundations. All carpentry work performed shall be consistent with the construction and appearance of the existing facility or structure. Interior and exterior finishes, trim, and decor shall be maintained to match or equal existing quality and appearance. The contractor shall use FM 5‑551 as guidance. The contractor shall perform all work IAW EM 385‑1‑1, Safety and Health Requirements Manual and the National fire Codes.

5.4.1 The contractor shall fabricate fixtures, for example: map frames and bulletin boards; shipping/storage boxes and crates; shelving; tables; tool racks; and doors. The contractor shall install trim, doors, door frames, door closures and stops, door and window hardware, weather stripping, windows, screen windows, window locks, latches and handles, room dividers, walkways and fixtures, window mounted air conditioners, exhaust fans, name plates/name holders, mailbox, window fans, picture frames, bulletin boards, display boards, interior and exterior signs, and shelves. 
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The contractor shall maintain and repair interior/exterior wall surfaces, floors, ceilings, roofs, floor tile and other floor covering (to include carpeting), stairs, window and window related items, doors and door related items. The contractor shall perform other requirements relative to lumber (e.g., cutting wood backings for display units, and cutting wood for furniture repair or modifications).

5.4.2 The contractor shall perform minor building alterations. Some ​examples of these modifications would be to alter rooms to establish or rearrange office space. This may involve and require the removal or construction of walls, wall partitions, doors and door frames, interior office windows, electrical circuits and components, light fixtures, drop ceilings, sprinkler systems, ventilation systems, and heating systems. Wall systems will either be of existing moveable partitions with metal studs and vinyl covered 5/8" gypsum wall panels with sound barrier or metal studs with 5/8" gypsum wall board taped and painted. The contractor shall perform alterations of plumbing systems which may include removal or installation of water lines, drains, commodes, urinals, sinks, faucets, water fountains, showers, and hot water heaters. All minor building alterations described in this paragraph will qualify as a major service/project as defined in Section C‑5, paragraph 5.2.2.1.

5.4.3 The Contractor shall install and repair glass windows. The contractor shall remove and dispose of cracked or broken glass. The contractor shall replace glass removed with glass of the same type, size, and quality as the original; unless specified otherwise in writing by the COR. The contractor shall replace and install glass the same day damaged glass is removed. If the contractor is unable to completely re‑install the removed glass, the contractor shall completely close and seal window opening with plywood (1/2 inch minimum). The contractor shall thoroughly clean glass surfaces. The contractor shall prepare and install glazing compound.

5.4.4 The contractor shall repair window frames (i.e., wood, aluminum, and prefab thermopanes). The contractor shall install and remove wooden storm windows for Building 8354 as required by the COR.

5.4.5 Miscellaneous.

5.4.5.1 The contractor shall fabricate forms and pour concrete for sign poles as required, or in support of other special jobs as required (e.g., pour concrete necessary for installation of an antenna tower). The contractor shall patch holes and chips in concrete floors, steps, and sidewalks. The contractor shall repair or install hand rails along steps and entrances to District buildings.

5.4.5.2 The contractor shall be required to maintain (excluding custodial services) all rest rooms to include benches and tile installed in showers (walls and floors) and in other parts of the rest room.

5.4.5.3 The contractor shall install various fixtures to room surfaces as required (e.g., pencil sharpeners, projector screen, thermometers, fire extinguisher, first aid kits, soap dispensers, paper towel holders, toilet paper holders, etc.).

5.5 Locksmith. The contractor shall maintain and install locks and locking systems on doors, desks, filing cabinets (e.g., adjusting locks, latches, panic devices, electrical door locks, automatic door opener for overhead doors, door closures, and strikes of different makes, sizes, and shapes) which have been installed in building and building components. The contractor shall change lock combinations as directed by the COR.  The contractor shall re-key door locks and duplicate keys as directed by the COR.

5.6 Sheetmetal Work. The contractor shall fabricate, install and repair, metal components of buildings and structures (e.g., heating air flow ducts, roof panels), constructed projects (e.g., sheds and metal corners to boxes), installed building equipment e.g., wall lockers in rest rooms), office furniture and signs as required, and utility systems components. Sheetmetal work shall include heating and bending to form metal shapes, drilling, grinding, cutting and fitting of metal parts IAW service orders or maintenance requirements.
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5.7 Painting. For the purpose of this contract, painting includes only those projects over 50 Sq. Ft. All other painting is included in the preventative maintenance portion of this contract. The contractor shall paint a variety of surfaces including interiors of buildings and/or stationary equipment, exterior trim and doors of buildings, and constructed projects. The contractor shall prepare surfaces, apply paints, varnishes and other material. The contractor shall be required to paint building or other surfaces which have been maintained or repaired. The contractor shall insure that painted surfaces are uniform in color. The contractor shall insure that all edges of doors are painted. The contractor shall comply in general with CEGS‑09910, Corps of Engineers Guide Specification, Military Construction, Painting, General, as applicable and AR 420‑70, Facilities Engineering, Buildings and Structures (para. 2‑23). Where the contractor wishes to deviate from methods or materials described therein, he shall request approval, in writing, from the Contracting Officer prior to performance.

5.7.1 Interior and Exterior Painting. The contractor shall paint interior walls, window trim and doors, pipes, ducts, ceilings, mountings, and other stationary items. The contractor shall maintain records showing frequency IAW AR 420‑70 (para. 2‑23). Exterior painting includes doors, door trim, windows, window trim, siding, parking lot lines, curbs, railings, concrete steps, and other items affixed to buildings or grounds. All painting service orders in excess of 50 sq. ft. will be reimbursable to the contractor based on square footage. Interior and exterior painting will consist of one primer or sealer coat and 2 coats of paint. Any deviations must be approved by the COR.

5.7.2 Painting Repaired Surfaces. The contractor shall insure that paint used for touch up and repaired surfaces shall match the color and texture of surrounding areas. Examples of surfaces for touch up include walls, mountings, pipes and ducts. The contractor shall provide to the COR, paint samples. The color of paint for entire walls or rooms shall be selected by the COR from samples furnished by the contractor. The contractor shall repaint and touch up signs in place on District buildings, structures, and in the parking areas as directed by the COR.

5.7.3 The contractor shall move, reset and protect furniture, equipment, vegetation and all Government and privately owned property during the work performance.

5.7.4 Cleaning and Protection. The contractor shall remove all paint spots from floors, glass and other unpainted surfaces. The contractor shall dispose of rubbish, discarded materials, and surplus materials, caused by the contractors work. The contractor shall place in closed metal containers or destroy at the end of each day, cloth and cotton waste that might constitute a fire hazard.

5.7.5 The contractor shall not paint switches, smoke detectors, receptacles, sprinkler heads, or other fire alarm devices.

5.7.6 The contractor shall apply appropriate number of coats as determined by the COR to obtain complete coverage.

5.8 Electrical Services. The contractor shall install, maintain, repair or replace electrical systems and equipment. The contractor shall perform work in compliance with National Electrical Code (NEC) and National Fire Protection Association. The overall quality of the repair, including all materials, shall be comparable to the original construction quality for the building or unit and shall be made in such a manner as to assure a safe and reliable electrical system.

5.8.1 The contractor shall install, maintain, repair or replace interior electrical distribution systems to include all components (e.g., transformers, wiring and cables, protective devices, and fire alarm electrical system, distribution panels, lighting fixtures, switches, receptacles, circuits, outlet boxes and outlets, circuit breakers, conduits, wire mold, electronic valves, heating thermostat, control, and other components. The contractor shall change all high‑intensity discharge lamps in Building 5223 and Building 2226.  
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The contractor shall change other light bulbs in district building which impact employees work such as lights over desks or stairwells which require priority over routine light bulb replacement.

5.6.2 The contractor shall install, maintain and repair a wide variety of electrical equipment and components, such as, service buzzer system; vent hoods and exhaust fans; electric fans to include window fans; lighting fixtures and circuits; lamps; emergency lighting system; switches; electric heaters; clocks; thermostats and controls; sensors, and other items used in District buildings.

5.8.3 The contractor shall install, maintain, repair or replace exterior lighting fixtures and light bulbs to include security lighting on buildings and grounds.  The contractor shall provide outside electrical services from the transformers to the District buildings.

5.8.4 Electric Motors. The contractor shall diagnose electric motor (e.g., window fans, ventilating system) problems and determine cause of failure. The contractor shall repair or replace if beyond economic repair as determined by the COR.

5.8.5 Emergency Generation System. The contractor shall hookup the emergency generator when power outage occurs in Building 2204. The contractor shall maintain and test the emergency generator in May and November as directed by the COR. Maintenance of the emergency generator shall include maintaining and changing oil, antifreeze, filters and batteries as determined by the COR. The Government will reimburse the contractor for the cost of materials.

5.8.6 The contractor shall troubleshoot any electrical problems, determine solution, and correct problem. The contractor shall notify the Government if requirements are beyond scope of the contract.

5.8.7 Preventive Maintenance of Fire Suppression System. The contractor shall perform preventive maintenance which shall include visual and technical inspections on the fire alarm system.  The contractor shall perform monthly inspections of the fire alarm system (IAW AFN 91‑37, Maintenance of Fire Protection Systems) and shall coordinate these inspections with the Elmendorf Fire Station (phone number 552‑4644).

5.9 Plumbing. The contractor shall troubleshoot, maintain, and repair or replace associated components of the plumbing system to include the service line from the building. The contractor shall maintain plumbing system and associated components IAW applicable sections of the National Standard Plumbing Code.

5.9.1 Examples of the contractor's work are as follows:

-Cut or drill holes and openings in walls and floors, chases or slots; set sleeves, thimbles, or inserts to provide passage and supports for pipe and fittings; and seal openings in compliance with life safety codes.

-Measure, cut and thread pipe, assemble pipe sections, and hand or lay assemblies in position. (Utilizes copper, plastic, galvanized and black iron pipes.)

-Replace bolts, pipe hangers, strainers, and drain covers that are damaged or missing.

5.9.2 The Contractor shall install, maintain and repair:

-Concrete, clay, copper, steel, stainless steel, polyvinyl chloride (PVC) and iron pipe to including laying and joining.

-Compressed air, water and sewer lines; steam, hot water, chilled water and fuel supply and return lines. Stopped drain lines when blockage is in building or in the service line.
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-Valves, meters, pumps, tanks (e.g., fuel, air, glycol and hot water), filters, roof drains, traps (e.g., steam, sewer), gages, controls, dispensing hoses.

-Plumbing fixtures to include urinals, commodes, water closets, sinks, showers, and associated faucets, valves and trim.

-Water fountains, hot water heaters, eye wash equipment, etc.

-Radiators, unit heaters, fan coil units, expansion and condensate return tanks.

-Leaking joints, faucets and other outlets.

5.9.3 Fire Sprinkler System. The contractor shall maintain the fire sprinkler system in an operational condition at all times. Maintenance of this system includes repairing leaking sprinkler hesds and piping as required, and shall maintain other fire detection devices such as the heat and smoke detectors.

5.9.4 Condensate Receivers or Pumps. The contractor shall keep pumps operable, pits clean and free of rubbish, lubricate moving parts and clean impellers.

5 9.5 Preventive Maintenance Plumbing System (PM). The contractor shall inspect and provide preventive maintenance for sluggish drainage in sinks, wash basins, urinals, commodes, showers and floor drains. The contractor shall pour approximately 1 gallon of water into floor drain traps in the rest rooms weekly.

5.10 Steamfitting (Heating system). The contractor shall operate, perform preventative maintenance, repair the heating system and components and replace components of the heating system. The contractor shall not shutdown a system during the heating season without approval of the COR unless there is a life threatening situation or danger of property damage. Historically, the heating season is mid‑September through mid‑May.

5.10.1 The contractor's work shall include the following:

‑ Test, install, connect, adjust and/or repair transformers, hot water tanks, steam and water radiators, Steam heat generators, circulating and condensate pumps, pipes and return lines, thermostats, motors, traps, relays, boilers, pressure reducing valves, water regulators, forced air steam heaters and valves, and air conditioners. Installs new motors, pumps and motor mounts.

‑ Pipe fitting work to include limited remodeling of existing systems as required (e.g., measures, cuts and flares copper tubing; measures, cuts, threads and reams steel pipe).

‑ Performance troubleshooting of the heating system to determine solutions(s) to problem(s).

5.10.2 Preventive Maintenance of Heating System. The contractor shall perform the following:

- Cheek heating systems and observe pipes, gages and valves, and condensate pit in Mechanical Room, Building 2204 each workday and in the mechanical room of the other buildings (2212, 2218, 5223, 8199, 8354) weekly, during the first two hours of the workday. Identify and correct all operating deficiencies. The contractor shall record activity on a Daily Operating Log posted in the mechanical room. Sample of a Daily Operating Log is at Technical Exhibit 8. Daily Operating Logs by month shall be maintained on file for a period of one year.

‑ Oil pump motors as required.

‑ Repair and replace all heating equipment as needed.

5.11 Miscellaneous.

5.11.1 The contractor shall install, maintain and repair District‑owned cafeteria equipment to include grill, deep fryer, serving line, exhaust fans, sinks, refrigerators, freezers, ice maker, tables, chairs and wood cabinets.
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5.11.2  Furniture and Equipment Moves. The contractor shall move furniture, office equipment (excluding computer equipment), office copiers, audio visual equipment, tools, field equipment, and boxes within and between offices and storage areas in all District buildings and occasionally to other buildings on Elmendorf AFB, Ft. Richardson or in the Anchorage area to support District activities. This may involve moving several offices at one time to other locations within the District's facilities. The contractor shall remove boxed trash or materials to the dusters or sanitary landfill. Excess furniture and equipment will be taken to cold storage (Bldg. 2226) or Defense Property Disposal Office, Elmendorf AFB, as directed by the COR. Before moving accountable furniture/equipment from one office to another, the contractor is required to sign the Property Control Receipt, ENG Form 4900, as the Individual Removing Property, and deliver the form along with the items) to gaining office. The gaining office will sign the form and give the contractor a photocopy. The losing office will determine if the item is accountable and initiate the form. District buildings under this contract are listed in Technical Exhibit VII.

5.11.3. The Contractor shall be reimbursed for furniture and equipment moves by man‑hours. One employee working one hour will equal one man hour. Furniture moves will be calculated in 1/2 hour increments.  Moving of furniture and equipment to accomplish building and structures maintenance (such as moving furniture to gain access to control valves, bulletin boards, pictures frames or repair/replacement parts) shall not be considered a furniture move, and will not be reimbursed by the Government.

5.11.4 Furniture Repairs. The contractor shall repair furniture as required by service order. If furniture is beyond repair or if repair is not economically as determined by the Government, the contractor shall dispose of such furniture as specified by the COR.

5.11.5 Furniture Assembly. The contractor shall assemble Government owned furniture as required.

5.11.6 Fire Safety Service. The contractor shall correct minor deficiencies as identified by the fire inspector following each monthly fire safety inspection. The contractor shall transport fire extinguisher identified as defective or outdated to the Elmendorf Fire Station upon notification by the fire inspector. The contractor shall return and install fire extinguisher in the District buildings.

5.11.7 Air Conditioners. The contractor shall perform preventative maintenance and repairs on air conditioners located in rooms 90B, and 150, Building 2204, computer room in building 21‑710 in accordance with manufactures recommendations. The contractor shall repair and maintain window mounted air conditioners in room 20, building 2204 and the Information Management Office located in Building 5223; and any other air conditioners which may be installed in District building

5.12 Supply Distribution. Each Tuesday and Thursday, the contractor shall pick up office supplies, and copier supplies, from the District warehouse, and deliver them to the appropriate District location. For planning purposes only (amounts may change), approximately 20 boxes of copier supplies are delivered to District locations twice each week:

5.13 Roof Maintenance. The contractor shall maintain and repair all roofing systems, on all district structures.

SECTION C‑6

6. Motor Vehicle Operations.

6.1 Scope of Work. The Contractor shall manage and operate the District's government vehicles (Corps owned and GSA). Management shall include dispatching, administration, record keeping, scheduling of maintenance work, credit card and MOGAS accounting, vehicle security, vehicle cleaning, and minor emergency service.
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Emergency service shall include lump starting vehicles, changing flat tires, and charging batteries. GSA Service contractors shall be responsible for all other mechanical work at the current time. The vehicle fleet consists of 58 GSA and 5 Corps of Engineer owned vehicles. Performance shall be in accordance with the standards contained herein, Technical Exhibit 2, and the directives listed in Section C‑6.

6.2 General.

6.2.1 Rotation of Vehicles. The District may rotate vehicles between the Anchorage area and the Fairbanks area. This rotation will affect which vehicles the Contractor shall manage and keep records on; how ver, the rotation will not affect the renumber of vehicles and records which require maintenance.

6.2.2 Security of Vehicles. The Contractor shall conduct an ongoing aggressive program of vehicle security. The Contractor shall instruct drivers that vehicles will be secured (windows up, doors locked) any time vehicles are left unattended whether inside or outside the motor pool parking lot. At the end of each workday, the Contractor shall secure each vehicle parked in the motor pool parking lot.

6.2.3 Security of the Parking Lot. The Contractor shall unlock and open the too gates to the motor pool parking lot by 7:00 a.m. each workday; and close and lock these gates at 4:00 p.m. each workday.

6.2.4 Use of the Shop and Parking Lot. The Contractor shall not allow privately owned vehicles, vehicle units, parts, accessories, and equipment or other privately owned items to be repaired, serviced, fabricated, parked or stored in the Government furnished vehicle maintenance shop or motor pool parking lot.

6.2.5 Warranty Service. The Contractor shall exercise all existing manufacturers' commercial warranties on government equipment on the Government's behalf. The Contractor shall report any difficulty in exercising manufacturers' warranties to the Contracting Officer and request his assistance as necessary. The Contractor shall schedule, provide delivery and pick up of all Government vehicles requiring warranty service. warranty procedures shall be carried out IAW AR 58‑1, Management, Acquisition, and Use of Administrative Use Motor Vehicles (pare. 11‑6 and 11‑7) and ER 56‑2‑1, Administrative Vehicle Management Civil Works (pare. 8‑6 and 8‑7).

6.2.6 Vehicle Operations and Maintenance Procedures. The Contractor shall establish written procedures for motor pool operations. The procedures shall include at a minimum the areas of dispatching, work reception, and Work Control. The procedures shall comply with the requirements specified in the contract. The Contractor shall submit the procedures to the Contracting Officer for approval NLT seven days prior to the contract start date.

6.3 Motor Pool Operations. The Contractor shall provide the services of fleet management administration for the District motor pool as described below.

6.3.1 Motor Pool Dispatch. The Contractor shall operate the motor pool dispatch function to provide for the movement of personnel and cargo. The Contractor will be provided office space at the District (Building 21‑710) for performing the dispatch function. IAW 3.2.6.

6.3.1.1.1 U‑Drive Basis. The Contractor shall provide vehicles to authorized requesters on a U‑drive basis. That is, the Contractor will issue and accept turn in of vehicles at the Dispatch Office, Building 21‑710.

6.3.1.1.2 Vehicle Dispatch. The Contractor shall receive requests fry" various District activities/personnel and Department of Defense personnel Temporary Duty (TDY) to the District for vehicles to be dispatched on a short ten basis (assigned from a few hours to several days). Also, the Contractor shall receive written requests approved by the COR for vehicles to be assigned to activities/individuals on a long term basis (assigned full‑time). 
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If the vehicle(s) requested or an acceptable substitute is available, the Contractor shall provide the vehicles(s) within 30 minutes of receiving the request If the vehicle(s) is not available, the Contractor shall so state If a written notice of non‑availability is requested, the Contractor shall provide such notice within 30 minutes of the request for the written notice

6.3.1.1.3. Dispatch Process Prior to dispatching a vehicle the Contractor shall verify that the driver is a District employee or TDY to the District and has in his/her possession a valid State Drivers' License or U S Government Motor Vehicle Operator's Identification Card (SF 46) and valid TDY orders Upon determination that the driver has the proper credentials to operate vehicle being dispatched, the Contractor shall provide the driver with the vehicle keys, clipboard, Administrative Vehicle Operational Record (ENG Form 3662), Notice to Operators and Users of Government‑Owned Vehicles, GSA Vehicle Operations Manual, Vehicle User's Information Sheet, Accident Identification Card (DD Form 518), Immediate Report of Accident (NPA FL 128); and Operator's Report of Motor Vehicle Accident (SF 91) (See Technical Exhibit 11 ) The Contractor shall instruct the driver on proper completion of ENG 3662 IAW ER 56‑2 1 (Table 2‑2) The Contractor shall maintain a record of vehicles dispatched (Dispatching Log), activity/individual to which vehicles are assigned, dates of assignment, and scheduled and actual return dates, times, and phone number where user can be contacted and location of vehicle If the 

Contractor determines that the driver is not qualified to operate the vehicle to be dispatched, or if the driver has other physical defects or conditions that would male him unable to properly operate the vehicle, the Contractor shall refuse to dispatch the requested vehicle to the driver

6.3.1.1.4. Return of Dispatched Vehicle Upon return of the vehicle, the driver will provide to the Contractor the same items initially given to the driver The Contractor shall ensure the vehicle has not been physically damaged and that ENG 3662, and if required SF 91, have been properly completed by the driver Upon receiving a completed SF 91, the Contractor shall submit the form to the Contracting Officer within four duty hours When a vehicle is returned after duty hours, the documentation and clipboard with keys, will be turned in to the Dispatcher the morning of the following workday. vehicle will be parked at the East End of Building 2204 or the North end of Building 2218.

6.3.1.3 Processing New Vehicles. As the District receives new motor pool vehicles, the Contractor shall perform the following within 2 workdays of the vehicles arriving in Anchorage. New vehicles will be picked up by the contractor at the GSA Fleet Management Center and delivered to the Motor Pool parking area.

6.3.1.3.1 Install identification on vehicles IAW ER 56‑2‑1 (Chapter 7). It vehicles are owned by the US Army Corps of Engineers.

6.3.1.3.2 Enter vehicles into the motor pool inventory and register, as appropriate IAW ER 56‑2‑1 Appendix D) and ER 56‑3‑1, Motor Vehicle Registration and Inventory and affix barcode stickers to inside surface of driver's door.

6.3.1.3.3 Clean the interior and exterior of the vehicle.

6.3.1.4 Disposal of Vehicles. The Contractor shall update appropriate records and reports to reflect vehicle disposal. If a GSA vehicle is begin returned to GSA or a replacement vehicle has arrived at the GSA Fleet Management Center, the Contractor shall pick up or return vehicles as needed.

6.3.1.5 Vehicle Inventory. The Contractor shall maintain an up‑to‑date list of all vehicles in the motor pool. The list shall include at the minimum: GSA or CE number, registration number, location of vehicle, description of vehicle, activity to which vehicle is assigned and vehicle cost code. The Contractor shall register and inventory motor pool vehicles IAW ER 56‑3‑1 and ER 56‑2‑1 (Appendix D).

6.3.2 Administration.
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6.3.2.1 Credit Cards. The Government will issue to the Contractor, U.S. Government National Credit Cards (SF 149) and commercial credit cards Texaco, Chevron, and Union) to be used in support of District vehicle and equipment fuel/oil and minor repair/service requirements. The SF 149 will be used by activities and individuals located or traveling outside the Anchorage area and the commercial credit cards will be used by those traveling in Canada. The Contractor shall issue credit cards to authorized activities located outside the Anchorage area with recurring requirements and to authorized individuals for one‑time trip requirements to areas outside Anchorage. The Contractor shall account for all issued credit cards by using a Request for Issue or Turn‑In, DD Form 1150.

6.3.2.1.1 Use of Credit Cards. Credit cards will be used for authorized purchases only. Authorized purchases are indicated on the back of each credit card. Thc Contractor shall instruct the user that purchases made with a credit card will be authorized and substantiated by a copy of the service station credit card charge slip showing the following information: credit card number, date of purchase, name and address of service station, vehicle mileage, vehicle registration number or license number of vehicle being serviced. The charge slip will also indicate grade, quantity, price per gallon of fuel and lubricating oils by type and price, and itemized listing of other items or services purchased. Thc individual who signs each charge slip will be held responsible for any errors in or omission of the above required information. Thc Contractor shall instruct the user and ensure that credit card and charge slips will be turned in to the Contractor immediately upon return from a trip. Long term holders of credit cards will submit charge slips to the Contractor NLT the 1st of each month.

6.3.2.1.2 Validation of Charges. Thc Contractor shall review and edit all credit card charge slips and determine that purchases were authorized and were posted to the Administrative Vehicle Operational Record, ENG Form 3662. In the event the Contractor's review indicates an unauthorized purchase, the Contractor shall prepare a written request to the activity concerned requesting full explanation of irregularities in the purchases. The Contractor's finding shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer within five workdays of discovering the irregularities.

6.3.2.1.3 Security of Credit Cards and Vehicle Keys. The Contractor shall provide adequate security for credit cards and vehicle keys and shall instruct owners on credit card security to ensure the cards are not stolen or misplaced.

6.3.2.1.4 Replacement/Acquisition of Credit Cards. The Contractor shall notify in writing the Contracting Officer and General Services Administration or issuing company, as appropriate, in the event of a lost or stolen credit card. If the credit card is later recovered, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer and shall cut up the recovered credit card and mail it back to the issuing organization. Additional or replacement credit cards are normally ordered every two years as the cards expire. All expired cards shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer within two workdays after the expiration date. The Contractor shall request additional or replacement cards. Requests shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer.

6.3.2.2 Required Reports. The Contractor shall prepare the reports listed at Technical Exhibit 4. Format, frequency, dates required, referenced regulations and submittal requirements are as shown.

6.3.2.3 Cost and Performance Reporting. Submittal dates and reporting periods detailed below may vary from month to month due to holidays, leap years, Packards, and end fiscal year requirements. The Contractor shall adjust for these variations accordingly at no additional cost to the Government.

6.3.2.3.1 Credit Card Accounting. Each workday that the Contractor receives fuel billing, the Contractor shall prepare an Accounting/Entry Reference Document, ENG Form 4480 (Technical Exhibit 11) IAW NPAON 37‑1‑11. A separate ENG 44&O shall be prepared for each type of account involved (Civil Works Project, Revolving Fund, Military). The Contractor shall submit the ENG Form 4480 and the charge slips to the Contracting Officer NLT 1200 on the workday following the workday the charge slips were received by the Contractor. 
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The Contractor shall maintain a record of work papers associated with credit card accounting. 

6.3.2.3.2 MOGAS Accounting.

6.3.2.3.2.1 MOGAS. Each time the 21 SUPS bills MOGAS to the District, the Contractor shall prepare an Accounting Entry/Reference Document, ENG Form 44JO (Technical Exhibit 11) IAW NPAOH 37‑1‑11 and a Receiving Report, ENG Form 3051 law. ER n5‑1‑1 (Chapter 4). The Contractor shall subset the ENG Form 4480, ENG Form 3051 and delivery receipt to the Contracting NLT 1200 on the workday following the workday the bill was received by the Contractor.

6.3.2.3.2 Fowl Records. The Contractor shall maintain a record of the following: commercial (credit card) fuel and motor oil purchased by amount, type and cost; District fuel and motor oil issued and received by amount, type, and cost; and fuel and motor oil purchased at Ft. Richardson, Ft. Wainwright, Ft. Greely, and Elmendorf and Eielson Air Force Bases by amount, type, and cost. This data shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer by the second workday of each month.

6.3.2.3.3 Administrative Vehicle Operational Record Requirements. Monthly, the Contractor shall prepare, issue, receive, ensure proper completion of, maintain a record of, and submit to the Contracting Officer two Administrative Vehicle Operational Records, ENG Fond 3662 for each vehicle. The monthly cycle will run from the 1st of the month through the end of the month. Prior to the 1st of each month, the Contractor shall prepare for each vehicle in the Anchorage motor pool, two ENC 3662's; one for the 1st through the 15th of the month, and the other for the 15th through the last day of the month. Preparation shall consist of completion of the sections highlighted at Technical Exhibit 12. On the last day of the month, the Contractor shall exchange the Contractor prepared ENG 3662's to be annotated by the vehicle drivers during the next 30 days for driver annotated ENC 3662's completed during the last 30 days. The Contractor shall have on hand the ENC 3662's for short tens vehicles; the ENC 3662's for long tens vehicles will be provided to the organization to which the vehicle is assigned. The Contractor shall check the ENC 3662's for completeness and shall obtain any required information that is missing. The Contractor shall maintain a record of the number of days used, miles driven, and fuel and oil consumed for each vehicle. This information shall be entered into a computer program monthly. This data will be required for the quarterly Contract Management Review Report and the annual preparation of Agency Report of Motor Vehicle Data (SF 82) and the Non‑tactical Vehicle (NTV) Cost Accounting and Management Report (pare 

7.3.2.2.4 The ENC 3662'S shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer by the C08 on the last workday of each month. The following arc exceptions to the above: (1) the Fairbanks Resident Office and the Chena (Fairbanks) project office prepare and mail their ENC 3662's. After all ENC 3662's have been received the Contractor shall enter all data into the Corps of Engineers database. The Contractor shall input data into VIMS database for use in completing semi‑annual reports.

6.3.2.3.5 Mileage Reporting Requirements. The Contractor shall report mileage for GSA vehicles monthly. On or before the 12th of the month, the Contractor will receive GSA Fond 494 (Monthly Motor Vehicle Use Record) and report current mileage data for GSA vehicles. This data must be mailed to GSA before the 15th of the month to ensure correct monthly billing.

6.3.2.4 Vehicle Accident Investigation and Reporting. Upon becoming aware of a motor vehicle accident involving an assigned vehicle, the Contractor shall telephonically report tints immediately to the District Safety Office (753‑ 28.°6) and the Contracting Officer. The Contractor shall report the name of the person(s) and the identifying number of the District vehicle involved, a brief description of the accident and the extent of the damage/injuries.

6.4 Schedule and Unscheduled Maintenance. Scheduled maintenance for GSA vehicles is provided by the GSA Maintenance Control Center and notification is made by mail. 
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When notification is received, the Contractor will telephone the GSA vendor for vehicle pick up and provide the vendor with the GSA maintenance notice. Unscheduled maintenance for GSA and Corps owned vehicles will require the Contractor to fill out a vendor work request describing the problem or the work to be performed and telephone the vendor for pick up.

6.4.1 Maintenance Accounting. Each workday the Contractor receives vendors invoice, the Contractor shall prepare an Accounting Entry/Reference Document ENG Form 4480 (Technical Exhibit 11) IAW NPAOII 37‑1‑11. The Contractor shall summit the ENG Form 4480 and the vendor's invoice to the Contracting Officer NLT 1600 on the following workday. The Contractor shall file a copy of all maintenance invoices in the proper vehicle file jacket.

6.4.2 Work Control. The Contractor shall maintain a maintenance request control register or other appropriate system of work control. All related applicable receipts and records pertaining to the Government owned vehicles, specified in the contract, shall be available to the Contractor.

6.4.3 Vehicle and Equipment Status. The Contractor shall provide information concerning the maintenance status (i.e., awaiting parts, estimated down time, etc.) of vehicles upon request of the Contracting Officer. All related applicable receipts and records pertaining to the Government owned vehicles, specified in the contract, shall be available to the Contractor.

6.4.4 Vehicle Utilization Record. The Contractor shall maintain a vehicle utilization record which shall include at a minimal identification of vehicles, date last scheduled maintenance performed, mila4ga~hours at last scheduled maintenance and date of next scheduled maintenance. All related applicable receipts and records pertaining to the Government owned vehicles, specified in the contract, shall be available to the Contractor.

6.4.5 Maintain Vehicle Jacket Files. For each vehicle maintained, a jacket file shall be kept by the Contractor. A copy of each completed shop order and safety inspection for any type of work accomplished shell be placed in the appropriate jacket file. The records shall provide a maintenance history for each vehicle. The Contractor shall maintain all warranty information in the files. Government access to the files shall be provided upon request of the Contracting Officer. The jacket files will be initially provided to the Contractor. All related applicable receipts and records pertaining to the Government owned vehicles, specified in the contract, shall be available to the Contractor.

6.4.6 Vehicle Cleaning. The Contractor shall be required to wash vehicles, clean glass, and interiors of approximately 10 short term vehicles monthly. The Contractor may utilize the Elmendorf Car Wash which is under contract to wash government vehicles that are of appropriate size for its facility​

6.4.7 Vehicle Cleaning Facility. The Contractor shall keep clean and operational the vehicle cleaning facility in Building 21‑849. This facility shall be used by the Contractor to wash vehicles that are oversized for the Elmendorf Car Wash. Examples of these vehicles are pick‑ups and vans with light bars, extended side view mirrors, dual rear wheels or trucks larger than pick ups. This facility may also be used for cleaning vehicle interiors.

6.4.8 Minor Emergency Services. The Contractor shall provide minor emergency service to include jump starting vehicles, changing flat tires, and charging batteries. These services are only required for government vehicles assigned to District offices on Elmendorf AFB or Ft. Richardson.

52.000‑5996 SECTION H ‑ SPECIAL CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

1. COMMUNICATION SECURITY

All communication with DOD organizations are subject to COMSEC review. Contractor personnel shall be aware that telecommunications networks are continually subject to intercept by unfriendly intelligence organizations. The DOD has authorized the military departments to conduct COMSEC monitoring and recording of telephone calls originating from or terminating at DOD organizations. Therefore, civilian Contractor personnel are advised that any time they place a call to or receive a call free Alaska District offices, they are subject to COMSEC procedures. The Contractor will assume the responsibility for ensuring wide and frequent dissemination of the above information to all employees dealing with official DOD information.

2. ACCIDENT PREVENTION (APR 1984)

(a) In performing this contract, the Contractor shall provide for protecting the lives and health of employees and other persons; preventing damage to property, materials, supplies, and equipment; and avoiding work interruptions. For these purposes, the Contractor shall: (1) Provide appropriate safety barricades, signs, and signal lights; (2) Comply with the standards issued by the secretary of Labor at 29 CFR Part 1926 and 29 CFR Part 1910; and (3) Ensure that any additional measures the Contracting Officer determines to be reasonably necessary for tints purpose are taken. (b) If this contract is with any Department of Defense agency or component, the Contractor shall crisply with all pertinent provisions of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Safety and Health Requirements Manual, EN 385‑1‑1, dated October 1984. 
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     (c) The Contractor shall maintain an accurate record of exposure data on all accidents incident to

     work performed under this contract resulting in death, traumatic injury, occupational disease, or

     damage to property, materials, supplies, or equipment. The Contractor shall report tints data in the 

     manner prescribed by the Contracting Officer. (d) The Contracting Officer shall notify the Contractor of 

     any non-compliance with these requirements and of the corrective action required. This notice, when

     delivered to the Contractor or the Contractor's representative at the site of the work, shall be dated 

     sufficient notice of the non-compliance and corrective action required. After receiving the notice, the 

     Contractor shall immediately take corrective action. If the Contractor fails or refuses to take corrective 

     action promptly, the Contracting Officer may issued an order stopping all or part of the work until 

     satisfactory corrective action has been taken. The Contractor shall not base any claim or request for 

     equitable adjustment for additional time aonay on any stop order issued under these circumstances. 

     (e) The Contractor shall be responsible for its subcontractors' compliance with tints clause.

3. PERMITS AND LICENSES.

The Contractor shall, at kits own expense, obtain any license or permit required pertaining to his authority or his employees authority to perform the contract.

4. GOVERNMENT ‑ CONTRACTOR RELATIONSHIPS

(a) The Government and the Contractor understand and agree that the services to be delivered under

this contract by the Contractor to the Government are non‑personal services and the parties recognize and agree that no employer/employee or master‑servant relationship exists or will exist under the contract between the Government and the Contractor and/or between the Government and the Contractor's employees. It is therefore in the best interest of the Government to afford both parties a full and complete understanding of their respective obligations.  (b) Contractor personnel under this contract shall not: (1) Be placed in a position where they are employed by a Federal Officer, or under the supervision, direction, or evaluation of a Federal Officer, military or civilian. (2) Be placed in a position of command, supervision or administration or control over DA military or civilian personnel, or personnel of other Contractors, or became a part of the Government organization. (3) Be used in administration or supervision of military or civilian procurement activities.  (c) Employee Relationship: (1) The services to be performed under tints contract do not require the Contractor or his employees to exercise personal judgement and discretion on behalf of the Government, but rather, the Contractor's employees will act and exercise personal judgement and discretion on behalf of the Contractor. (2) Rules, regulations, directives and requirements which are issued by DA Military Command Authorities under their responsibility for good order, administration and security are applicable to all personnel who enter the installation, Elmendorf AFB, Alaska, or who travel on Government transportation. This is not to be construed or interpreted to establish any degree of Government control which is inconsistent with a non‑personal services contract.  (d) Inapplicability of Employee Benefits: This contract does not create an employer‑employee relationship. Accordingly, entitlement and benefits applicable to such relationships do not apply. (1) Payments under this contract are not subject to Federal income tax withholding.  

(2) Payments under this contract are not subject to Federal Insurance Contributions Act.  (3) The Contractor is not entitled to unemployment compensation benefits under the Social Security Act, as amended, by virtue of performance under this contract. (4) The Contractor is not entitled to any workmen's compensation benefits by virtue of performance under this contract. (5) The entire consideration and benefits to the Contractor for performance of this contract is contained in the provisions for payment under this contract.

5. RELEASE OF NEWS INFORMATION.

No news release (including photographs and films, public announcements or denial or confirmation of sUBJECTS) on any part of the subject matter of this contract or any phase of any program hereunder shall be made without the prior written consent of the Contracting Officer.
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6. ADVERTISING ON CONTRACTOR VEHICLES. 

Advertising displayed on Contractor vehicles is permitted provided that the advertising conforms to good taste and public morality and is so worded as not to imply Army of United States Government approval or sanction of the advertised service and which is not embarrassing or detrimental to the military.

7. REGULATIONS

(a) Installation Regulation ‑ The site of the contracted work is on a military reservation and all rules and regulations issued by the Commanding Officer covering general safety, security, and sanitary requirement, etc., shall be observed by the contractor.

(b) Fire Regulations ‑ All rules and regulations issued by the National Board of Fire Underwriters covering storage and use of inflammable mixtures which might constitute a fire hazard shall be observed by the contractor and his employees.

(c) Safety Regulations ‑ All rules of safety which are or may be imposed upon the contractor by federal, state, or municipal code, and the applicable installation regulations shall be effectively carried out in the performance of the service contemplated herein. The contractor shall take proper safety and health precautions to protect the work, the employees, the public and the property of others. In addition, the contractor shall comply with OSHA Standards and Corps of Engineers General Safety Requirements Manual EM 3°.5‑1‑1.

8. AUTHORITY

The Contractor shall not in any way represent that he is a part of the United States Government or that he has the authority to contract or procure supplies on the credit of the United States of America.

9. REPRESENTATIONS

The Government assumes no responsibility for any understanding or representations made by any of its officers or agents during or prior to execution of any contract resulting from this solicitation, unless (1) such understanding or representations are expressly stated in the contract and (2) the Contract expressly provides that the responsibility therefore is assumed by the Government. Representations made but not so expressly stated and for Which liability is not expressly assumed by the Government in the contract shall be deemed only for the information of the Contractor.

10. CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL

(a) The Contractor shall be responsible for selecting personnel who are well qualified to perform the required services, for supervising techniques used in their work and for keeping them informed of all changes and method of operations.

(b)All personnel employed by the Contractor or any representatives of the Contractor entering the Government reservation shall conform to all security regulations which may be in effect during the contract period and shall be subject to such checks as may be deemed necessary to assure that no violations occur. Ho employee will be permitted on the Government reservation when such a check reveals that his presence would be detrimental to the security of the reservation or the accomplishment of the work.

(c) The Contracting officer may direct the Contractor to remove, and the Contractor shall remove , any employee from an assignment to perform services under this contract for reasons of security and/or misconduct.
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(d) where the reason for the removal request is due solely to misconduct or security on the part of the employee, replacement will be at the Contractor's expense and not chargeable to the Government.

(e) Contractor employees must conform to local and other a "livable regulations. Contractor shall take appropriate personnel action as required in the event employee's behavior is resolved with civilian or military authorities as a result of misconduct.

(f) The Government shall not exercise any supervision or control over Contractor employees performing services under this contract. such Contractor employees shall be accountable not to the Government, but solely the Contractor, who, in turn, shall be accountable to the Government.

11. PERSONNEL

(a) The Contractor shall provide the Contracting Officer a listing of all employees who will require a pass to the installation. The listing shall contain the full names, date and place of birth, home address, and position of each individual. The Contractor shall send changes to the Contracting Officer as necessary to keep the listing current.

(b) With the exception of Government owned facilities provided for Contractor use, Contractor personnel shall not enter any buildings or quarters without prior permission of the Contracting officer.

12. UNION AGREEMENTS

The Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Officer, upon request, a copy of any collective bargaining agreement applicable to employees performing on the contract.

13. IDENTIFICATION OF EMPLOYEES

The Contractor shall be responsible for furnishing to each employee and for requiring each employee engaged on the work to display such identification as may be approved and directed by the Contracting Officer. All prescribed identification shall immediately be delivered to the Contracting Officer for cancellation upon the release of any employee. when required by the Contracting Officer the Contractor shall obtain and submit fingerprints of all persons employed or to be employed on the project.

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS SUMMARY (PRS)

The purpose of this exhibit is to:

1.1 List the contract requirements considered most critical to satisfactory contract performance. (Column 1)

1.2 Define the standard of performance of each requirement. (Column 2)

1.3 Show the maximum allowable degree of deviation from perfect performance of each requirement that shall be allowed by the Government before contract performance is considered unsatisfactory. This is known as the Acceptable Quality Level (AQL) and represents the level of quality normally achieved in an in‑house operation. Refer to paragraph 4.3 (Column 3)

1.4 Explain the Quality Assurance methods the Government will use to evaluate the contractor's performance in meeting the contract requirements. (Column 4)

1.5 Show the percentage of the contract price that each listed contract requirement represents. (Column 5)

2. The Government's quality assurance procedures are based on random sampling of the recurring critical output services of the contract using the concepts of MIL‑STD‑105D. Other areas will be reviewed periodically (i.e., weekly, monthly quarterly).

3. The criteria for acceptable and unacceptable performance is as follows:

3.1 For requirements surveilled by random sampling: Criteria are derived from MIL‑STD‑105D based on lot size (number of times a service is done per month), sample size, and AQL for each contract requirement. When the number of defects in the contractor's performance discovered by the QAE, exceeds the allowable number of defects, the contractor is required to respond to a Contract Discrepancy Report (CDR) (Technical Exhibit 12). The QAE will prepare the CDR. The Contracting Officer will sign the CDR and forward to the contractor. The CDR will require the contractor to explain in writing, why the performance was unsatisfactory, how performance will be returned to satisfactory levels, and how recurrence of the problem will be prevented in the future. In accordance with Inspection of Services Clause, the contractor will not be paid for services not rendered in accordance with the standards set forth in the contract.

3.2 For requirements surveilled by checklist: The criteria for these requirements is shown in Column 3 of the Performance Requirements Summary (PRS) charts. This is the level of performance deemed acceptable to the Government. The use of the CDR and nonpayment provision, as described above in paragraph 3.1, applies to these requirements as well.

4. Monthly payment to the contractor will be reduced for unsatisfactory performance using the following methods:

4.1 Each month, contractor performance will be compared to contract standards and acceptable quality levels using the Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan.

4.2 If performance in any required service is unsatisfactory, and the unsatisfactory performance is clearly the fault of the contractor, an amount of money us to the percentage stated in Column 5 of the Performance Requirements Summary will be deducted from the monthly invoice.
