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PART 6.  FACILITY AND PARK CLEANING AND MOWING SPECIFICATIONS
     6.1  SCOPE OF WORK - The Contractor shall furnish all the personnel, equipment and materials to clean, service, and maintain sanitary conditions at the pubic use areas in accordance with the contract. 

     6.2  FACILITY DESCRIPTION - The following is a description of each Facility with “Typical”maps included in Section J.  The Park Maps and Area Maps which are listed in Section J indicate the areas to be cleaned and facility locations.  These maps show the approximate locations of restrooms, picnic/camping sites, trailer dump stations, pavilions/shelters, boat ramps, roads and etc.  Actual cleaning and boundaries may differ from the maps.  The COR shall govern on all deviations.      
          6.2.1  RESTROOMS AND CHANGE SHELTER/BATH HOUSE - A "typical unit" contains a men's and women's restroom/shower, walkway, raceway, both facility and general ground cleaning areas surrounding each facility.  These units are constructed of either masonry or wood frame with finished or unfinished interior walls.   Not all restrooms are alike, see “Typical Drawings” in Section J for detail.  The restrooms which are separated (men & women) are listed in Tabulations as one (1) unit.

          6.2.2  PICNIC/CAMPING UNITS (Day use, camping and gate attendant sites) - A "typical site unit", is defined as a site with a concrete slab, table or tables, benches, shelter top, fire ring, cooker, site number signs, electrical pedestals, lantern post, water hydrants, impact zone, tent pad and vehicle/camper pad.  Some sites/units do not have all items listed for a "typical unit".  

Gate Attendant Sites shall be mowed to the Facility Mowing Specifications ONLY and to the mowing limits determined by the COR.  No cleaning shall be done.  These attendant sites are typically larger in area than standard campsites.

               6.2.2.1  Impact Zones - An impact zone is defined as a delineated area, outlined with wooden timbers placed in the ground, varying in size, around the table which is filled with decomposed granite, gravel or similar materials. 

          6.2.3  DUMP STATIONS - A "typical unit" will consist of a driveway, concrete slab waste drain, water faucet, and/or a flexible tower arm with water hose.

          6.2.4  PAVILIONS - A "typical unit" consists of the entire structure including the ceiling, floor, tables, cookers, fireplaces, picnic tables, play amenities, serving counters, recesses, eaves, supports, and retaining walls.  However, these pavilions vary in style and are typically day use.  Some have two (2) levels, and restrooms and/or showers.

          6.2.5  GROUP CAMPING SHELTERS - A “typical unit” consists of a structure with  ceilings, tables, walls, refrigerator, electric range, sinks, cookers, fireplaces, serving counters and play amenities.  However, these shelters vary in style and some contain restrooms/showers.  Numerous parking pads with electrical pedestals and water hydrants are also included with a “typical” unit. 

          6.2.6   GROUP CAMP ENCLOSED SHELTERS - A “typical unit” consists of  a structure with ceilings, tables, walls, refrigerator, electric range, sinks, cookers, fireplaces, serving counters, which are enclosed by walls and/or screen louvers.  However, these enclosed shelters vary in style and some contain restrooms/showers.  Some enclosed shelters have open shelters associated with unit.  Numerous parking pads with electrical pedestals and water hydrants are also included with a “typical” unit. 

          6.2.7  BEACH AREAS - The "typical unit" will consist of all areas within delineated limits of the beach and all areas within twenty (25) feet surrounding those limits.

          6.2.8  AMPHITHEATERS - The "typical unit" will consist of tops, bottoms, and legs of benches, platform, screen and supports, stands and all areas with delineated limits of the amphitheater.

          6.2.9  PIERS & DOCKS - A "typical unit" will consist of a landing, gangway, sidewalk, head wall, slab, and pier or dock. 

          6.2.10  GATE COMPLEX AREAS - A "typical unit" will consist of a gate house, sidewalks, walkways, planter boxes, pipe fence railing, roadways, islands, various traffic control signs and devices, and gate system.  

          6.2.11  PLAYGROUNDS/PLAY AMENITY AREAS - These are independent facilities that may contain various playground equipment (slides, swings, monkey bars, volleyball courts, etc.) and are encircled with an impact zone which is filled with sand, fine gravel, or similar material.

          6.2.12  SCREEN SHELTERS - A "typical unit" consists of the structure, including the ceiling, floor, tables, cookers, ceiling fans, recesses, eaves, supports, light fixtures, parking lots, and electrical pedestals and water hydrants.

          6.2.13  FISH CLEANING STATIONS - A “typical unit” consists of the entire structure, including the shelter top, eaves, supports, slab, and fish cleaning tables.

          6.2.14  ACCESS AREAS - A “typical unit” may be either inside or outside the boundaries of a park area.  The access areas shall be one hundred (100) feet in all directions from an established point as mark on a map in Section J or as directed by the COR.

          6.2.15  WELL HOUSES - A “typical unit” consists of the exterior of the structure and the water pressure storage tanks and other associated water system equipment.

          6.2.16  DRINKING FOUNTAINS - A “typical unit” will be free-standing, independent unit and consist of fountain bubblier, bowl, sides, and faucets.

          6.2.17  BULLETIN BOARDS - A “typical unit” will be an independent unit which consists of slab, supports, bottoms, and tops of benches, display boards, shelter tops, and recesses and will be independent of other facilities.

         6.2.18  WALKWAYS - A “typical unit” will be an independent path delineated with timbers which is approximately four foot wide that is filled with decomposed granite, gravel or some other similar materials.  The walkway will lay between facilities.

          6.2.19   LAKE OFFICE - The "typical unit" will consist of an office building, storage compound surrounded by chain-link fence, storage buildings, weather station facility surrounded by chain-link fence, lawn, sidewalks and parking areas.  Maps of Office Compounds to be serviced can be found in Section J.

     6.3  MATERIALS - The Contractor shall furnish all the following materials to clean, service, and maintain sanitary conditions at the pubic use areas in accordance with contract.  All work shall be performed as stated in Section C.

          6.3.1 WATER - Water required for cleaning and for refilling vaults may be obtained from existing Government water supply systems at no cost to the Contractor.  If water is obtained from sources other than the Government water supply system, all arrangements and payments shall be made by the Contractor without reimbursement by the Government.  The Contractor shall be required to furnish equipment necessary to load, contain, and transport large amounts of water to areas where water is not available.  A minimum of one hundred and fifty (150) feet of hose may be required to reach these areas not accessible by vehicles. Raw lake water may be used for cleaning fishing piers and courtesy docks.

          6.3.2  DISINFECTANTS/CLEANING AGENTS - Only standard commercial disinfectants will be used.  The disinfectant may be mixed with the cleaning solution if the manufacturer's instructions do not prohibit it.  The manufacturer's instructions shall be followed in mixing the proper strength solution for application

          6.3.3  DEODORANTS/DEODORIZERS - The deodorant must be a material packaged and marketed for use as a deodorizer.  The deodorant may be mixed with the cleaning solution if the manufacturer's instructions on the deodorant's label do not prohibit it.  The manufacturer's instructions will be followed in mixing the proper strength for application.  

          6.3.4  DEODORANT CAKES -  A minimum of one deodorant cake shall be maintained in all urinals at all times unless specified by COR.  Cake will be free of paradichlorobenzene, perfumed, and firmly pressured into a hard cake without hangers.  Container/holders may be needed in certain applications.  Minimum size shall be three quarter inch (3/4") thick, weighing 4 ounces.

          6.3.5  TOILET TISSUE - Toilet tissue shall be a white, two-ply unglazed, clean and dry.  

          6.3.6  BACTERIA/ENZYME/DEODORANT FOR VAULT TOILETS - An organic odor control enzyme shall be applied to restroom vaults.  This product shall be exclusively designed to improve digestion of human fecal and urinous material and its associated waste and limit the production of offensive gases by increasing the level of natural bacterial activity.  This product shall contain several strains of nonpathogenic, aerobic and facultative anaerobic, high enzyme producers and must contain a minimum of 750 million bacterial per gram or as directed by COR.  

          6.3.7  INCANDESCENT LIGHT BULBS - Amber Bug Light bulbs, maximum sixty (60) watt, 120 volts, with a minimum average hour life rating of twenty-five hundred (2500) hours stated on the package, shall be used at all locations requiring an incandescent bulb. 

          6.3.8  SIGNS - The Contractor shall be required to provide commercially made signs with legends, "Caution - Wet Floor", which shall be free standing (height approximately twenty-three (23) to thirty-five (35) inches), and an "Out of Order" sign, approximately eight (8) by ten (10) inches both with a minimum of one (1) inch letters.  Signs shall be approved by the COR prior to use.

          6.3.9  ANT CONTROL - The Contractor may apply an "over the counter”, insect control which contain the active ingredient “acephate” (75%) or equal or greater than product which produces instant results to all ant colonies within the cleaning area of all facilities.  All applications shall be applied by a licensed applicator.  The COR reserves the right to alternate types of Ant Bait to avoid insect immunity.  The amount applied and number of treated colonies shall be recorded on the daily log sheet.

          6.3.10  TRASH LINERS - The Contractor shall furnish and install two-ply polythene liners for all trash containers in the restrooms.  The size of trash container will vary between lakes.

          6.3.11  VANDAL PROOF SCREWS - The contractor shall furnish all lost or misplaced screws required to attach light lense covers to bases.  Special equipment required to install these screws shall also be furnished by the Contractor.

     6.4  FACILITY SPECIFICATIONS 

          6.4.1  FACILITY CLEANING - All facilities shall be cleaned each scheduled cleaning day to obtain the specified results in Paragraph 6.5, Facility Cleaning Specifications.

          6.4.2  FACILITY MOWING - The Contractor shall maintain a grass height of not more than four (4) inches or less than two (2) inches, depending on seasons, around each facility at all times to obtain the results in Paragraph 6.6, Facility Mowing Specifications.  Mowing shall be performed within twenty-five (25) feet of all sides of all facilities including entrance signs, bulk refuse receptacles, boat ramps, pay phone booths and associated parking areas unless directed by COR.  EXCEPTION: Mowing shall be preformed within five (5) feet of all sides of the Walkways and mowing shall be performed within thirty (30) feet of all sides of all Pavilions and Group Camp Shelters or as defined on map in Section J.

          6.4.3  FACILITY GROUNDS CLEANING - Cleaning shall be performed twenty-five (25) feet, from all sides of each facility, to obtain the results in Paragraph 6.7.1, Facility Grounds Cleaning. 

     6.5  FACILITY CLEANING SPECIFICATIONS 

          6.5.1  RESULTS - The Contractor's cleaning must result in the facilities being free of insects, insect nests, webs, limbs, dust, dirt, grime, scum, grease, fecal and organic matter, stains, markings, graffiti, garbage, litter, standing water, and any other material, so that the facilities are in a clean, sanitary, and an odor free condition. 

               6.5.1.1  Stains and Markings - All stains and markings on any stalls, walls, ceilings, doors, door frames, and partitions on painted surfaces, which cannot be removed by any reasonable cleaning effort, shall be painted over at the time of discovery.  The COR shall furnish the Contractor with matching latex paint.  All paint runs, spots, spills, smears or drips shall be removed by the Contractor. 

               6.5.1.2  Obstructions - If toilets, sinks or urinals in any facility, are obstructed, the Contractor shall attempt to remove the obstruction by means other than chemicals or sewer rods.  Employees shall take precautions to avoid skin contact with liquid or solid waste materials.  If the obstruction should cause the entire restroom failure, the restroom door shall be locked, and an "Out of Order" sign placed on the outside door.  If the problem cannot be corrected, notify the COR immediately.

          6.5.2  RESTROOMS - CHANGE SHELTER/BATH HOUSE - The following functions shall be performed each time a facility is cleaned.  Each facility unit shall be thoroughly cleaned inside and outside.  All fixtures, floors, showers, and curtains shall be cleaned using soaps, detergents, disinfectants, and cleaning solutions and kept free of mold, mildew, soap scum and other material.  Fixtures shall include, but not be limited to: sinks, commodes (lids and risers), urinals, mirrors, tissue holders, hand dryers, fittings and fountains.

Floors and fixtures shall be thoroughly rinsed to remove excess cleaning solutions unless directed by COR.  After rinsing, all excess water shall be removed by squeegees, vacuums, mops, hand wipes or any other method necessary to prevent water from dripping, spotting or leaving a slick film of water on surfaces.  Spotting on stainless steel fixtures will be removed by a cleanser or polish.

While cleaning is in progress, in restrooms and change shelter/bath house, work crews shall place a "Caution - Wet Floor" sign, at the entrance for public safety.

All windows, skylights and mirrors shall be cleaned with non-abrasive cleaner.  All screened ventilation areas shall be kept free of dirt, bugs, nest and other debris. 

Interior walls, partitions, benches, toilet stalls, windows, louvers, screens, doors, ceilings, skylights, recesses, eaves, soffits, chases, and etc., shall be cleaned without the use of excessive water. 

Deodorant cakes shall be replaced when original size has been reduced by two-thirds (2/3).  Cakes shall be installed and used per manufacturer's recommendation.

All paved or concrete walkways shall be free of dirt, grass, grease, stains, limbs, gum and other debris.

Trash container liners shall be supplied and maintained in an adequate condition for each restroom.  Liners and refuse from all containers shall be removed each time the facility is cleaned and a new plastic liner shall be placed in the container.  The liner and refuse shall be deposited in the nearest refuse container.  Some trash containers may be chained and lag bolted to the restroom wall.    

Toilet tissue shall be locked into receptacles where available.  The locks will be Government provided, and the Contractor will be responsible for keeping up with the keys.  Each tissue holder shall have at least one (1) full roll of tissue and other rolls shall not contain less than three fourth (3/4) inch of tissue.  If toilet tissue becomes wet, wet rolls shall be removed and replaced with dry rolls. 

All light fixtures shall be checked each workday to insure illumination.  The Government will supply all light bulbs (except incandescent bulbs) and lens covers when necessary.  There are various types of fixtures.  The Contractor shall check wattage and type marked on the bulb before replacement.  Inoperable incandescent light bulbs shall be replaced at once.  All other defective bulbs shall be replaced and the defective bulbs, turned into the COR and a new bulb shall then be issued. 

Each time facilities are scheduled to be cleaned, the exterior and interior of the light fixtures shall be cleaned, if needed.  Light fixtures shall be free from water, insects, insect nest or debris.  If the lens cover is in poor condition or damaged, it will be replaced by the Contractor.  Damaged lenses will be recorded on the daily activity report.  The Contractor will be issued a new lens which shall be replaced on the next cleaning day; damaged lenses shall be turned into the COR.  Covers that are damaged by Contractor shall be replaced at the Contractor's expense.  Fixtures must have all screws installed and tightened. 

The Contractor shall replace toilet seats (with lids) which are damaged or missing when performing scheduled cleaning services.   Defective seats will be turned into the COR and a new seat issued.  The new seat will be provided by the Government.

           6.5.3  RESTROOM WITH VAULTS -  Disinfectants, waste cleaning water or any substance that may be harmful to bacterial action shall not be allowed to enter the vault in any manner.  This includes water going into the floor drains, dumped in the sinks, toilets, urinals, and etc.  The Contractor shall make application of enzymes to vaults at a minimum of each month or accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations.  The Contractor shall check and add water as needed to cover solids or to a level as per instructions of the COR.  Vaults that need to be pumped shall be noted on the daily report.  

          6.5.4  PICNIC/CAMPING UNITS - Cleaning will consist of sweeping, scrubbing, or any other means necessary(avoiding use of excessive water).  Soaps, detergents, disinfectants, and cleaning solutions shall be used on tables, slabs, and benches.  Tables shall be thoroughly rinsed to remove excess cleaning solutions.  After rinsing, all excess water shall be removed by squeegees, vacuums, mops, hand wipes or any other method necessary to prevent water from dripping, spotting or leaving a slick film of water on surfaces.  A disinfectant shall be used each time tables are cleaned. 

All surface areas of tables/benches, shelter ceilings, recesses, eaves, pipe/wood supports and slabs shall be cleaned.  Tops of shelters shall be cleaned of all debris (rocks, cans, bottles, flood debris and etc.) by means other than climbing on the shelter tops.

               6.5.4.1  Impact Zones - The Contractor shall remove or treat all vegetation in all impact zones.  The vegetation may be removed by use of hoeing, hand picking/pulling the area and discard vegetation in refuse containers.  All granite or material displaced during the removal of the vegetation shall be replaced and tamped to result in a uniform appearance.  

 If the Contractor chooses to apply herbicide on the vegetation, he/she will remove all vegetation from the impact zone after the herbicide has had time to effect the vegetation. Herbicides that are used must be COR approved, applied by State Licensed Applicators or technician and applied according to the manufacturers' recommendations.  MSDS sheets shall be provided.  The Government shall supply blank forms to the Contractor for the required annual report for herbicide/pesticides used on Government property.  

               6.5.4.2  Cookers/Fireplaces -  Pipe mounted cookers and ground type fireplaces shall be cleaned by removing charcoal, wood, and ashes.  This material shall be removed and disposed of off Government property and shall never be placed in refuse containers.  All non-attended fires in cookers/fireplaces, or on the ground shall be extinguished, then cleaned.  The grill area shall be scrubbed with a wire brush to remove food particles and grease accumulations. 

          6.5.5  DUMP STATIONS - Cleaning of the area surrounding each dump station shall include removal of all matter from the drain, dump station, and surrounding area.  Thoroughly clean the slab, drain cover, hose, and water hydrant.  Rinse thoroughly with clean water.  All spilled sewage from trailer holding tanks/hoses shall be washed into drains.  Cleaning must satisfactorily remove all insects, insect nests, webs, dirt, organic and inorganic material, stains, markings and sewage odors from the surface.  Cleaning must not result in obstructed drain openings or spilled sewage to adjoining parking area, soil or gravel areas.  The Contractors water storage tanks shall not be filled from these hoses.   

          6.5.6  PAVILIONS/GROUP CAMP SHELTERS - Cleaning of these units shall be completed by 10:00 A.M..  Each unit shall be serviced according to Facility Cleaning  Specifications, Results, Paragraph 6.5.1 and Restroom Cleaning Specifications 6.5.2. 

Tables shall be thoroughly rinsed to remove excess cleaning solutions.  After rinsing, all excess water shall be removed by squeegees, vacuums, mops, hand wipes or any other method necessary to prevent water from dripping, spotting or leaving a slick film of water on surfaces.  A disinfectant shall be used each time tables are cleaned.  Tables that have been removed or re-arranged by the public shall be returned to shelters and properly positioned.

Large Bar-B-Q pits, pipe mounted cookers, ground type cookers, and fire rings, shall be cleaned by removing ashes and scrubbing the unit with a wire brush to remove grease, foil, food particles, etc.  Ashes, charcoal and wood shall be removed by the Contractor and properly disposed of off Government property.  Should fire or live coals be present, the Contractor shall take the necessary action to extinguish and then treat the resulting residue as ashes and remove as described above.  Partially burned wood shall be extinguished, removed and stacked neatly adjacently to the units.

All walkways and/or paved drives shall be cleaned of dirt, gravel, grass, grease, tree limbs, and other debris.

 All staples, nails, tacks, tape, or any other residue from methods used to secure temporary table coverings, banners, signs and so forth shall also be removed each scheduled cleaning day.  

         6.5.7  BEACH AREAS - Beach areas shall be serviced according to Facility Specifications, Paragraph 6.4.

          6.5.8  AMPHITHEATERS - Cleaning shall consist of the tops, bottoms and legs of benches, platform, screen and supports, stands and all areas within delineated limits of the amphitheater and serviced according to the Facility Specification, Paragraph 6.4.  

          6.5.9  PIERS & DOCKS - Each Pier & Dock shall be serviced according to Facility Specifications, Paragraph 6.4 with exception:  Cleaning shall consist of removal of all litter, fish, bait, and other fishing related waste with proper disposal of off Government property and shall not be disposed of in refuse containers, or thrown into the lake or river channel.  Raw water may be used for cleaning purposes.  Trash cans shall be emptied and new plastic liners installed during each scheduled cleaning.  

          6.5.10  GATE COMPLEX AREAS - Each Gate Complex Area shall be serviced according to Facility Specifications, Paragraph 6.4.

          6.5.11  PLAYGROUNDS/PLAY AMENITY AREAS - All playgrounds and play amenities shall be serviced according to Facility Specifications, Paragraph 6.4.  Accessible walkways or other smooth surface present shall be free from gravel, rocks, grass, leaves, and any other material that may collect upon it.  The Contractor shall level all depressions in the impact zone each scheduled cleaning and cleaned as per paragraph 6.5.4.1.  The Contractor shall report all broken or damaged equipment immediately.

          6.5.12  SCREEN SHELTERS - Screen shelters will be serviced according to Paragraph 6.4, Facility Specifications.

          6.5.13  FISH CLEANING STATIONS -  Cleaning will include fish cleaning table, adjacent walls, exterior of plumbing lines on the underside of table and adjacent grounds.  Cleaning must remove all organic and inorganic matter, stains, insects, insect nests, webs, fish scales, blood, entrails, and associated odors from the facility and refuse/garbage cans.  Deodorizers and/or disinfectants will not be used on the top surface of the fish cleaning tables or adjacent wall surfaces.

          6.5.14  WELL HOUSES - Well houses shall be serviced according to Paragraph 6.4, Facility Specifications.

          6.5.15  DRINKING FOUNTAINS - Drinking fountains shall be serviced according to Paragraph 6.4, Facility Specifications.      

          6.5.16  BULLETIN BOARDS - Bulletin boards shall be serviced according to Paragraph 6.4, Facility Specifications. 

         6.5.17  WALKWAYS - Walkways shall be serviced according to Paragraph 6.4, Facility Specifications.    

          6.5.17  LAKE OFFICE - Office Compounds shall be serviced according to Paragraph 6.4, Facility Specifications. 

     6.6  FACILITY MOWING SPECIFICATIONS 

Mowing shall be performed within twenty-five (25) feet of all sides of all facilities.  If two or more of these facilities are located so that an un-mowed area of twenty (25) feet or less area is left un-mowed between the facilities, then that area shall also be mowed. 

All mowing shall be uniform with no uncut or uneven areas resulting from mowing, overlap, wheel rollover, etc.  Mowing, trimming, edging shall be conducted is such a manner so there is no wheel damage to the turf or any damage to facilities, concrete edges, signs, fences, or trees.  Extreme caution and judgement shall be exercised when moving in the vicinity of the general public.

All grass, leaves, dirt, and other associated debris shall be removed from any surface (road, sidewalks, impact zones, slabs, etc.) as a result of performance of any mowing or mowing related duties.

          6.6.1  MOWERS - Mowers shall be rotary type and be equipped with suitable protective devices to prevent flying objects from injuring people or damaging property.  Self-propelled, rubber-tired lawn riding mowers under 20 draw-bar horsepower and push mowers are the only type mowers authorized.  Blades shall be kept sharp at all times. 

          6.6.2  TRIMMERS -  Use of steel or other type of cord that will cause damage to trees, shrubs, etc., will not be allowed in string trimmers.  Powered string trimmers will not be used to trim around saplings that are less than three (3) inches diameter at four and one half  feet above ground level.  The Contractor will be required to trim said saplings with hand tools.  Trimmers may not be used as edgers unless designed for that task. 

Trimming shall be accomplished around all vertical objects that protrude above the ground such as guard posts, against buildings, fences, trash receptacles, electrical outlets, water fountains, cookers, timbers, impact zones and as close as possible to trees without damage or marking bark.  Trimming and edging shall be accomplished each time mowing is performed. 

          6.6.3  EDGERS - Metal blades shall be kept sharp at all times and equipped with a metal edge guide to eliminate contact with concrete walks, curbs and etc.  Edging shall be accomplished along all concrete slabs, walkways and curbs.

     6.7  GROUNDS CLEANING SPECIFICATIONS
          6.7.1  FACILITY GROUNDS CLEANING - Cleaning shall be performed twenty-five (25) feet, from all sides of each facility, to remove all litter, including, but not limited to, cigarette butts, glass, bottle caps, paper, food scraps, can tabs and other refuse.  Litter shall be properly disposed of in refuse containers located within the park areas.

          6.7.2  GENERAL GROUNDS CLEANING - General Grounds Cleaning shall include the entire park area to the waters edge.  Unless otherwise designated on the attached park maps or directed by COR, the road cleaning limit shall be fifty (50) feet on each side of the centerline, and/or ten (10) foot past existing mow line, and/or ten (10) feet into tree lines, or ten (10) feet past vehicle barriers, or which ever is the furthest.

This cleaning shall be performed each scheduled workday to remove all trash and litter including paper, glass bottles, broken glass, cans, cartons, cardboard, plastic, food scraps, and any other refuse.  This refuse may be disposed in the refuse containers.  Limbs and animal remains will be disposed of off Government property.

          6.7.3  ACCESS AREAS - Trash and litter including paper, glass containers, broken glass, cans, cartons, cardboard, plastic, food scraps, small branches/limbs, hedge and lawn clippings, furniture, appliances, lumber, roofing shingles and other refuse discarded by the general public shall be picked up each scheduled workday within the established boundaries.  All refuse shall be removed from Government property and properly disposed of.  The areas shall be cleaned in accordance with the specifications as listed in Paragraph 6.7.2 of the General Grounds cleaning paragraph.
