Question:  How to know if a college is accredited so that the degree or credits taken there would count for DAWIA?

Answer:  It appears to depend on whether you are only trying to satisfy DAWIA's business hours, e.g. you have a bachelor's degree but need a few more of the business courses, or whether you are concerned that your college won't satisfy the degree requirement or you are trying to add credits from several places to satisfy a college to get a degree from them.  

The OSD Chancellor for Education provided this: if the degree granting institution is accredited by an accreditation agency recognized by the Department of Education-

then a baccalaureate degree would meet the spirit of the law.  The U.S. Department of Education does not accredit educational institutions and/or programs. However, the Secretary of Education is required by law to publish a list of nationally recognized accrediting agencies that the Secretary determines to be reliable authorities as to the quality of education or training provided by the institutions of higher education and the higher education programs they accredit.

That said, most regionally accredited schools-(most state universities, private colleges, state community and junior colleges)

are reluctant to accept credits obtained from non-regionally accredited schools such as proprietary schools, or solely online institutions with few exceptions, i.e., Cappella Univ., Univ. of Phoenix Online, etc.  

Bottom Line: Caveat Emptor.
