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Real Estate

ACQUISTION

1.  Purpose.  This circular disseminates policy and procedures for the designated real estate business process.  ER 405-1-12, Real Estate Handbook, Chapter 5, and ENG Forms 42, 53, 893, 894, 903, 909, 1011, 1013, 1017, 1258R, 1290, 1564, 1565, 1566, 1567,1572, 2803R, 2926, 2970, 3095R, 3422, 3423, 3536, 3906R.are rescinded and replaced with this Circular.  The numbered forms have been incorporated into the circular as formats.  Separate circulars cover other chapters in ER 405-1-12. *
2.  Applicability.  This circular applies to all Division and District Engineers having real estate responsibility, and to the President of the Mississippi River Commission.  The term "District Engineer" as used in this chapter means any District Engineer or district Chief of Real Estate, or other authorized representative of the Real Estate element; and the term  "Division Engineer" means the Division Engineer, or if applicable, the President of the Mississippi River Commission, or division Director of Real Estate, or other authorized representative of the Real Estate element, unless the text expressly indicates otherwise.  Actions related to property controlled by military elements shall be made by Division or District Engineers in their capacity as Division or District Commanders.

3.  Distribution.  Distribution authorized to U.S. Government agencies only, to protect technical or operational information contained herein.  This determination was made 1 December 2003.  Other requests for this publication will be referred to HQUSACE, Director of Real Estate, Washington, D.C. 20314-1000.

4.  References.  References are set out in Appendix A.

5.  Terms and Acronyms.  Special terms used in this publication are defined in Appendix B.

6.  Implementation Schedule.  This circular will be effective 5 January 2004 and will be used as interim guidance pending final publication as a regulation.

7.  Division Policy.  Since federal real estate is covered by many local and state laws, the division interprets state legislation and local laws affecting the real property within the division and issues regional policy.  Some state requirements may be unique to the division.  HQUSACE does not issue policy directives on state or local legislation or regulations.   Division Engineers are authorized to issue division policy for districts within the division geographic area amplifying the nationwide policy set out in this chapter only where required to comply with regional, state or local requirements.

8.  Background.  In June 2001, the Director of Real Estate formed eight Task Forces, utilizing real estate experts from all Army real estate elements, to expedite review of real estate policy and regulations, including ER 405-1-12, Real Estate Handbook, and the real estate series of Army Regulations.  Each Task Force was tasked to revalidate, revise, consolidate, restructure, coordinate and reissue regulations, as appropriate.  The Task Forces were to address changes in legislation or other initiatives that have taken place since publication of the regulations, including any temporary EC or policy memorandums.  The eight Task Forces were broken down into common areas of functional expertise.  

9.  Action Required.  Each Division will report to HQUSACE and recommend proposed improvements, clarifications, or changes to the policy, delegations and procedures contained in this circular within one year of its publication.  Users will coordinate with customers, civil works projects, military installations and the Installation Management Agency, Region Office, forming Project Delivery Teams, as appropriate.
